1. General Business 

A. Call to Order & Pledge of Allegiance   

Mayor Hilgart called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  

B. Approval of Agenda 

Motion by Councilmember Hinz to approve the agenda. Councilmember Gabler 
seconded the motion. Motion carried unanimously. 

C. Approval of Meeting Minutes

Motion by Councilmember Hinz to approve the meeting minutes. Councilmember 
Gabler seconded the motion. Motion carried unanimously. 

D. Citizen Comments 

The following spoke under citizen comments: 

James Martin, 8771 Fairhill Lane. Mr. Martin spoke on behalf of Monticello’s youth 
athletic associations regarding the local option sales tax for the Bertram Chain of 
Lakes Athletic Complex. He stated the associations supported and promoted the 
referendum with the understanding they would have input on funding decisions. He 
expressed concern about limited communication since the sales tax passed and 
requested greater involvement in project planning to ensure funds meet community 
and youth sports needs. He also emphasized the importance of transparency and 
responsible stewardship to maintain public trust.   

City Administrator Rachel Leonard responded that a formal update will be provided 
at the next City Council meeting. She noted the City is approximately six months into 
receiving sales tax revenue and has updated the 2016 feasibility study to reflect 
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current costs and priorities. The updated report will be presented to the City Council 
outlining projected revenue and potential project scope. Following Council review, a 
steering committee, including athletic association representatives, will be formed to 
provide input on project priorities and phasing. She asked for patience as planning 
continues and affirmed staff’s commitment to provide clear information.  

Andrew Sopher, 5944 Badger Street. Mr. Sopher addressed the City Council 
regarding the proposed 550-acre data center development site and related 
infrastructure. He formally requested written disclosure or any direct or indirect 
financial ties between Councilmembers and the project’s representatives, 
specifically Cushman & Wakefield and Amberjack Real Estate. He cited Minnesota 
statute and asked that any disclosures be entered into the official record prior to 
final action on the development.  

Scott Cutsforth, 8634 Fairhill Lane. Mr. Cutsforth address the Council with several 
concerns. He referenced prior discussion that, absent construction of a data center, 
the City may need to pursue bonding to fund infrastructure improvements, including 
upgrades such as Fallon Avenue, and suggested pausing certain discretionary 
expenditures, specifically the proposed speed limit signage upgrade.  

He also raised concerns about the proposed Twin Pines apartment complex, noting 
that the primary access is planned through a small business parking lot, which he 
stated presents safety risks. He further expressed concern about the building’s 
proximity to high-voltage transmission lines and cited a past incident as an example 
of potential electrical risks.  

Mr. Cutsforth urged the Council to consider a one-year moratorium on approving a 
data center in Monticello, referencing recent state-level discussions and 
recommending the City pause to evaluate long-term implications before proceeding.  

Bill Saville, 873 97th Street NW. Mr. Saville addressed the City Council regarding the 
proposed Twin Pines Development, expressing concerns related to high-voltage 
transmission lines, traffic and safety. He suggested alternative uses for the property, 
such as a gated storage facility, which he stated could reduce traffic and improve 
safety.  

Mr. Saville also reported attending a recent data center rally and noted that multiple 
communities are facing similar issues. He encouraged coordination and data-sharing 
among affected communities to better understand potential impacts and advocate 
collectively.  

Joe Kraft, Monticello resident. Mr. Kraft addressed the Council regarding concerns 
about a recent private meeting between Councilmember Christianson and a 
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developer while a project was under consideration. He stated that private 
communications outside of routine processes create serious public trust concerns. 
He cited Minnesota statutes and emphasized that, regardless of whether a legal 
threshold was crossed, public officials have a duty to act solely in the interests of 
residents. He concluded by calling for Councilmember Christianson’s immediate 
resignation.  

Monticello resident. A Monticello resident and veteran address the Council to 
express his frustration with local governance, stating that recent decisions appear to 
prioritize revenue and development over the needs of long-term residents, workers, 
and families. He raised concerns regarding local hiring and employment practices, 
suggesting favoritism and a lack of understanding of veterans’ workforce challenges. 
He also commented on the rising cost of living and taxes.  

He shared that he uses his YouTube channel and music as platforms to amplify 
community concerns and advocate for change. He stated that if local leaders do not 
act responsibly, he may consider running for higher office. His remarks emphasized 
accountability, fairness, and prioritizing residents over profits.  

Margaret Sullivan, Minneapolis resident. Ms. Sullivan addressed the Council 
regarding the broader impacts of a proposed hyperscale data center in Monticello. 
She stated that decisions made by the City could affect downstream and neighboring 
communities, particularly with respect to water and power safety.  

She emphasized that the City’s actions may have far-reaching implications for public 
safety, environmental health, and potential legal liability, and stated that 
communities beyond Monticello’s borders have the opportunity to voice their 
concerns. 

Holly Newman, 840 Powell Street, Big Lake. Ms. Newman expressed appreciation 
for the opportunity to speak at meetings while other communities limit public input. 
She emphasized that allowing residents to voice their concerns helps maintain 
community engagement and trust, even when opinions differ.

Councilmember Gabler raised concerns regarding the driveway and curb cut 
design for the proposed development, noting potential safety and traffic flow 
issues between the apartment building and adjacent commercial properties. She 
questioned how traffic could be effectively managed, particularly if the 
commercial building’s use changes in the future and suggested additional review 
to ensure safe ingress and egress given the shared driveway and parking 
arrangement. 

City Planner Steve Grittman provided context, noting the site’s history as 
originally planned for multiple commercial buildings before being amended for 
mixed-use development, and stated that residential traffic from the proposed 
project is likely comparable to what commercial development would have 
generated. Rachel Leonard added that the shared driveway is an inherent site 
feature that must be managed regardless of use.  

A developer representative explained that the site includes a U-shaped 
turnaround and design measures to direct traffic to the east side of the property, 
reducing impact on adjacent businesses. Councilmember Christianson noted that 
the curb cut onto School Boulevard is wider than other high-traffic access points, 
such as Walmart. Mayor Hilgart noted that this property has always been

planned as a Planned Unit Development with shared access and expressed no 
objection to project approval.   

Mayor Hilgart moved to adopt Resolution 2026-08 for approval of Preliminary 
and Final Plat and Development Contract, Resolution 2026-09 for Development 
and Final Stage Planned Unit Development, Resolution 2026-10 for 
amendment to the Conditional Use Permit for Planned Unit Development, for 
Twin Pines First Addition, a 96 multi-family residential project. Councilmember 
Christianson seconded the motion. Motion carried 4-1; Councilmember Gabler 
voted against due to reasons listed above.

A. Presentation and deliberation for future consideration of an amendment to the

City Administrator Rachel Leaonard provided an overview of the proposed Data 
Center Planned Unit Development (DCPUD) ordinance, outlining its purpose to 
establish clear approval criteria, performance standards, and enforcement 
provisions. She summarized the PUD approach, ordinance components, and 
public concerns, including environmental impacts, energy and water use, 
municipal services, property values, community character, and transparency. The 
Council meeting was structured to gather Council input prior to any formal 
decision.  

Councilmember Gabler expressed concerns about the Council’s discussion 
process on the proposed data center ordinance, noting that deliberations have 
not provided a balanced review of pros and cons. She raised issues regarding 
public engagement and the perception that additional feedback has not been 
adequately incorporated. She also stated that her understanding of the project 
evolved over time, expressing concern that what was initially viewed as a 
smaller-scale project had expanded to approximately 500 acres with multiple 
buildings, and questioned whether the ordinance could differentiate between 
smaller- and larger-scale data center developments. 
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Rachel Leonard clarified the timeline of discussions regarding data centers, 
noting that inquiries began in spring 2024, followed by workshops in summer 
and fall 2024. She stated that Monticello Tech presented a 500-acre concept 
plan in December 2024, ordinance amendments were discussed in February 
2025, and Scannell Properties presented a concept plan in March 2025. 

Mayor Hilgart and Councilmember Christianson noted that the potential for 
larger-scale data center development had been presented from the outset, 
emphasizing that the 500-acre concept area was identified early in the process. 
Councilmembers acknowledged differing perspectives on the project and 
ordinance, and discussion became tense as prior discussions and public 
statements were addressed. Councilmember Martie called for civil, balanced 
discussion, urging members to focus on policy and process rather than 
personalities or individual projects.  

Resident Jenna Van Den Boom addressed the City Council, criticizing 
Councilmember Martie for not engaging with residents despite multiple requests 
and emphasizing that meeting and listening to residents is part of 
Councilmembers’ duties. Councilmember Martie responded that he refrained 
from direct engagement to avoid a potential violation of the open meeting law.  

Councilmember Hinz suggested changes to the draft ordinance, including making 
the neighborhood meeting a required, rather than optional, component (page 
15, item 14). Community Development Director Angela Schumann and City 
Administrator Rachel Leonard explained that the meeting is optional to avoid 
triggering formal review timelines before the application is ready and noted that 
the city attorney would be consulted for confirmation.  

Councilmember Hinz also recommended that the ordinance explicitly include a 
section in the project narrative detailing the proposed project’s contributions to 
the community, emphasizing that the ordinance should define overall benefits 
beyond minimum infrastructure or tax requirements. She raised concerns about 
the length of construction hours and noise. Ms. Schumann responded that 
construction noise is regulated under a separate City Code ordinance, with the 
Council able to amend either the noise ordinance or add additional regulations 
within the DCPUD ordinance.  Councilmember Hinz requested a review of both. 

Councilmember Gabler expressed interest in considering berm heights greater 
than 10 feet. Angela Schumann noted that berm height could be added to the 
discussion list and highlighted that screening requirements apply regardless of 
height. Councilmember Gabler also asked about requiring more intentional 
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landscaping standards, and Ms. Schumann responded that the base ordinance 
already includes guidelines for berms, buffers, tree species, and confirmed this 
topic would also be added to the discussion list. 

Councilmember Gabler requested clarification on setbacks and their role in 
preventing conflicts with residential areas. Rachel Leonard explained that the 
Council has full discretion to set setback requirements, noting that the draft 
ordinance includes initial standards designed to encourage enclosing louder or 
more disruptive components within buildings. She emphasized that setbacks and 
performance standards are key tools for exercising Council discretion.  

Councilmember Gabler also asked whether setbacks could be increased from 
residential areas or parks. Angela Schumann advised the Council to first clarify 
the objective – whether to create physical distance or to mitigate impacts such 
as noise, visibility, odor – and cautioned that distance alone may not address all 
concerns. She noted that the ordinance was drafted to apply to sites ranging in 
all sizes and recommended considering how larger setbacks could affect smaller 
sites.  

Councilmember Gabler asked about the types of generators to be used. Angela 
Schumann explained that, because technology evolves, the ordinance should not 
mandate specific mechanical systems, which could become outdated, and that 
focus should be on mitigating impacts rather than prescribing technology. Rachel 
Leonard added that the ordinance requires applicants to demonstrate how they 
will mitigate external impacts and noted that the City is not the sole regulatory 
authority, as other agencies also review and regulate aspects such as generators.  

Councilmember Hinz emphasized the importance of ongoing City oversight and 
accountability after a data center is built. She referenced the ordinance section 
annual generator testing and suggested requiring City staff to be present during 
testing to ensure direct oversight.  

Mayor Hilgart addressed misconceptions regarding data center regulation and 
power infrastructure costs, emphasizing the importance of fact-based, informed 
decision-making.  

Rachel Leonard highlighted the City’s goal of maximizing local control through 
enforceable ordinance provisions to protect the community and guide 
development responsibly. 

Mayor Hilgart further explained that the proposed data center ordinance reflects 
a deliberate, council-led effort to proactively manage data center development 
in response to evolving technology and community interests.  
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Angela Schumann outlined the next steps for the data center ordinance process, 
stating that staff will compile feedback from the current discussion, but will also 
continue to complete research and obtain guidance from the City Attorney, and 
will then prepare potential amendments to the draft ordinance. These 
amendments will be presented to the Council on March 9 for further discussion. 

Councilmember Christianson cautioned against berm heights exceeding 10 feet, 
stating that taller berms could disrupt existing land patterns and runoff patterns.  

Holly Newman addressed the Council, noting she was speaking at the 
appropriate time and not curing Citizen Comments. She expressed concern that 
a proposed data center could strain the energy grid. Mayor Hilgart responded 
that such projects require verification with Xcel Energy and include a summary of 
power grid capacity, adding that additional power generation would be 
constructed to serve data centers. 

TY Weiss, resident, also spoke and expressed frustration with the framing of data 
center development as inevitable due to technology use. She encouraged the 
Council to take a more cautious approach, including consideration of a 
moratorium or delaying decisions.  

Rachel Leonard reiterated that staff would compile the feedback received and 
return with options and analysis for at least one additional meeting to further 
discuss key issues before formal consideration. She agreed with taking a holistic 
review of the ordinance after discussion specific provisions to confirm it meets 
the Council’s goals and functions as intended. She also added that any 
recommended ordinance changes brought forward would clearly identify their 
source, whether from staff research, public comment, or stakeholder feedback.

November 13, 2023: Council approved submission of a grant application for $1,000,000 
Community Energy Transition (CET) grant 

REFERENCE AND BACKGROUND 

The City was awarded a $1 million CET grant administered through MN DEED for the extension 
of sewer and water utilities to the west along CSAH 39 which would promote development. The 
City’s Strategic Transition Plan identified the Northwest Growth Area as the best option to 
expand the tax base and reduce the reliance on the Xcel nuclear power generating facility.   

Following receipt of the 30% cost estimate for the project, staff recommended the project 
scope be revised. Phasing options were presented to the City Council during a work session, 
including shortening the project limits or only installing the watermain. The Council supported 
the option to proceed with installation of the watermain only, with construction anticipated to 
begin later this spring. 

The lack of sanitary sewer service past Otter Creek is a significant barrier to development within 
the northwest area. The estimated cost to construct the sanitary sewer portion of the project is 
approximately $5.5 million, which is unlikely to be feasible by any one development. To help 
offset the costs and encourage private investment, staff propose pursuing additional funding 
from the City’s federal elected officials through the Community Project Funding program. 
Application for the Federal Fiscal year 2027 Community Project Funding are currently being 
solicited, and staff propose submitting a request for $3 million.   
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The proposed resolution formally acknowledges the City Council will allocate required matching 
funds for grants or other funding assistance. It also supports future staff efforts to compile 
funding applications by highlighting the Council’s commitment to the project. 

Staff also plans to submit an application for $5 million in funding through the Congressionally 
Directed Spending program for continued funding of the Water Treatment Plant Project. 

I. Budget Impact: Federal Community Project Funding grants require a minimum 20% 
local match. A $3 million funding request is proposed, and matching funds would be 
paid from the Sewer Trunk Sub-Fund.

Comprehensive Plan Impact: The 2040 Plan recognizes the Northwest Area as a key 
area for future growth. With the completion of the Industrial Feasibility analysis, the 
Northwest Area further solidified the area’s growth potential.

REFERENCE AND BACKGROUND 

The City was awarded a $1 million Community Energy Transition grant administered through 
Minnesota Department of Economic Development (DEED) for the extension of sewer and water 
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utilities to the west along CSAH 39. The extension is intended to facilitate future development. 
The City’s Strategic Transition Plan identified the Northwest Growth Area as the best option for 
increased tax base to reduce the reliance on the Xcel nuclear power generating facility.   

As part of the project, the watermain extension will require crossing the county ditch known as 
Otter Creek, located just west of Chelsea Road on CSAH 39. The Minnesota Department of 
Natural Resources, MN DNR, has determined that this section of the ditch is classified as a 
public water, which requires the City to obtain a license agreement to cross.  

The license agreement is valid for 50 years and requires the City to implement erosion control, 
repair any disturbed areas, and monitor the site during and after construction. The agreement 
also requires MN DNR approval for the application of herbicides and pesticides within public 
waters, and the City must conduct inspections for invasive species. 

The watermain is planned to be constructed utilizing trenchless technology so no impacts to the 
public waterway are expected. With this form of construction, no stabilization or disturbances 
within the public waterway are anticipated.   

Construction of the watermain extension is anticipated to begin in April 2026 with final 
completion expected by June 15, 2026. Stormwater improvements associated with the project, 
including pond expansion within the Otter Creek Industrial Park, have already been completed, 
with final site stabilization expected in 2026.  

I. Budget Impact: The 2026 CIP includes $1,000,000 in the Water Trunk Sub-Fund for the 
project, $500,000 of the Water Trunk Sub-Fund's cost will be offset by its portion of the 
CET grant. The cost of the permit is $293 and is included in the overall project cost 
estimate. 

II. Staff Workload Impact: City staff will be involved in coordinating with the MN DNR.

6135. All standards of Chapter 6135 are incorporated as terms and conditions of this license, except such 

variations as are identified and approved by the State in the license applications, plans and specifications 

which are attached and made part of the terms and conditions of this license. The Licensee is bound by the 

crossing location and installation method as detailed in the application and approved by the State. The 

Licensee shall not deviate from the terms and conditions of this license or the application as approved by the 

State unless it has first obtained written permission from the State. 

B. When the installation occurs more than six months after the issuance of the license, the Licensee shall contact 

the State 20 days prior to installation. 

C. No merchantable timber shall be cut, used, removed or destroyed without first paying the State the timber 

value in the sum stated above as determined by the State. Slash material on state water crossings must be 

disposed of within 30 days of clearing activities. 

D. For overhead crossings of state waters, lines shall have a minimum clearance of 25 feet above the water, 

unless otherwise approved by the State. 

E. When directed by the State as a condition of the license, flight diverters shall be placed on overhead utility 

lines. 

F. Any cable or conduit located at a shoreline shall be sufficiently buried so that it does not become exposed. 

G. When directed by the State as a condition of the license, underwater crossings shall be marked by permanent 

signs on the banks at the points where the line enters and leaves the public waters. 

H. To protect fish spawning activities, the State may prohibit work in the public water or within a specified 

distance of the public water during the spawning season. 

2. State’s rights and reservations. The use of these waters by the Licensee in constructing or maintaining the lines 

for which this license is granted shall be subject to the use, sale, or leasing for mineral or other legal purposes. The 
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Licensee will not cause any unnecessary hindrance to the activities of the State and shall allow access across the 

license area by the State when needed. 

3. Erosion and Revegetation.   

A. Erosion control measures shall be adequately designed for site characteristics. They shall be installed prior to 

commencement of construction and maintained for as long as needed. All erosion control measures installed 

next to a water body shall run parallel to the contours. 

B. All disturbed areas shall be restored to original contours and elevations and stabilized as soon as possible 

following construction. Areas of subsidence and crowning shall be repaired. Topsoil shall be reserved on site 

and used to re-dress disturbed areas. 

C. All disturbed areas shall be revegetated using state approved seed mixes. All seed and plant materials shall be 

certified weed-free. Weed-free straw or hay shall be used for mulching and erosion control. Native species 

plants should be used, whenever possible, to revegetate disturbed areas. This revegetation should occur as 

early in the season as possible to permit adequate regrowth. 

D. The Licensee shall monitor revegetation at state water crossings until the site is stabilized and the vegetation 

is self-sustaining. Where severe or repeated damage is occurring or where measures have not been successful, 

preventative and corrective actions shall be taken by the Licensee, including construction of appropriate 

barriers, installation of warning signs, and other methods in consultation with the State. 

E. The Licensee shall routinely inspect for erosion that may develop during the term of the license. Areas of 

erosion shall be stabilized by the Licensee. 

F. If a disturbed area cannot be stabilized with vegetation before September 15 in the year that the utility was 

installed, the Licensee shall submit a written site stabilization plan to the State for approval. This plan shall 

describe erosion control, mulching, dormant seeding and monitoring. Seeding shall occur as soon as soil 

conditions are suitable. 

G. Excavated materials shall not be deposited or stored alongside public water in a manner where the materials 

can be redeposited into the public water by reasonably expected high water or storm run-off. 

4. Herbicides and Pesticides.   

A. The Licensee must request and obtain written permission to apply herbicides or pesticides to state waters from 

the State prior to treatment. This request shall consist of (1) a map identifying proposed treatment areas and 

(2) a description of the proposed treatment plan, including target species, herbicide or pesticide name, rate of 

application, a description of application method, and beginning and end dates. All applications must be 

according to label regulations and as otherwise specified by the State. The Licensee shall not apply pesticides 

that are restricted for use on certified state forest land administered by the State. 

B. The Licensee must submit annual reports detailing herbicide or pesticide application on areas covered under 

the license. The report must include the dates, acres, location expressed as quarter-quarter section, township 

and range, herbicide or pesticide used, target species, and such other information as may be reasonably 

required by the State for the purpose of verifying herbicide or pesticide use. 

C. The Licensee shall post all places commonly used by the public for access along the utility corridors treated 

with herbicides or pesticides. 

5. Invasive Species.   

A. The Licensee shall inspect all state water crossings for the presence of invasive species and noxious weeds 

prior to commencing clearing activities and take action to prevent their spread. For installation of the utility 

line, the State will identify on a map the known infested sites to be avoided. For maintenance and operation, 

the Licensee is responsible for obtaining updated information on known infested sites. 

B. If the State or the Licensee discover additional invasive species infestation areas on state water crossings 

during construction, the Licensee shall immediately take action to prevent spread from the newly discovered 

infested area and then consult with the State on a resolution. 

C. The Licensee shall prevent invasive species from entering into or spreading within state water crossing by 

cleaning equipment and clothing prior to arriving at the license area. The Licensee shall legally dispose of 

material cleaned from equipment and clothing at a location offsite and the materials must be secured prior to 

transport to avoid dispersal. 

D. Whenever possible, parking, staging areas and travel routes shall not be within known infested sites. Where 

there are multiple state water crossings and at least one contains invasive species, the Licensee shall to the 

extent practicable start work at the site with the fewest number of invasive plants, leaving the most heavily 
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infested sites to last. The Licensee shall make every effort to schedule operations and site visits to avoid the 

spread of weed seed. 

E. The Licensee shall continue to control invasive species on state water crossings for the terms of the license 

using methods approved by the State. 

6. Crossing of State Trail.   

A. The location of any crossing of a state trail must be approved in advance by the State. The State may provide 

written instructions as to specific construction standards to be followed for the crossing of the state trail. 

B. Utility installation and maintenance activities shall be conducted in a manner so as to minimize disturbance of 

state trail use and to separate the public from work areas. The Licensee must provide signs to warn state trail 

users of construction hazards. 

C. The Licensee is responsible for repairing any damage to the state trail in a manner satisfactory to the State. 

D. For maintenance and operations, prior approval must be obtained from the State for the cutting or trimming of 

trees within the state trail right-of-way. 

E. The Licensee may not close the state trail right-of-way without the prior written approval of the State. 

7. Maintenance, operations and repairs.   

A. The Licensee must keep the premises in a neat and orderly condition, and shall remove all refuse and debris 

that may accumulate thereon. 

B. After initial installation, no merchantable timber shall be cut, used, removed or destroyed by the Licensee 

without first contacting the State at least 60 days in advance to determine if a timber payment is needed. Slash 

material on state water crossings must be disposed of within 30 days of maintenance activities. 

C. Emergency repairs and replacements may be made without prior notification to the State by the Licensee 

according to conditions and standards prescribed by Minnesota Rules, Chapter 6135 and the method of 

installation identified in this license. The Licensee shall notify the State of this activity as soon as practicable. 

D. The Licensee shall employ appropriate erosion and sedimentation measures at the site during any emergency 

repairs. The State must approve plans for restoration of the site after the emergency repairs are conducted. 

E. Other than the herbicide or pesticide application reporting as provided in paragraph 4, the Licensee shall 

notify the State of the extent and method of any routine maintenance and the proposed schedule. The 

notification must be in writing and must be provided either annually or at least 20 days prior to commencing 

any routine maintenance work on state water crossings subject to this license. The Licensee shall include a 

specific description of the proposed maintenance activities including location, clearing methods, erosion and 

sedimentation control measures, removal of merchantable timber, revegetation plans, and plans for preventing 

the spread of invasive species. The Licensee may commence any routine maintenance work unless notified to 

the contrary by the State within 20 days after the State’s receipt of the maintenance plan. The State may 

require the Licensee to adjust its maintenance plans due to natural resource management concerns. 

8. State inspection. The project hereunder shall at all times during and after construction be subject to inspection by 

the State and for that purpose the Licensee shall grant access to the premises at all reasonable times. 

9. Compliance with laws. The Licensee shall comply with all federal, state and local laws and regulations, including 

municipal ordinances, affecting said lands or the area in which they are situated. 

10. Taxes and assessments. The Licensee will pay when due all taxes and assessments levied against said waters or 

any improvements owned, used, or controlled by the Licensee, provided that the taxes or assessments are imposed 

due to this license. 

11. Enforcement. No delay by the State in enforcing any of the conditions of this license shall operate as a waiver of 

any of its rights. 

12. Liability. This license is permissive only. No liability shall be imposed upon or incurred by the State of Minnesota 

or any of its officers, agents, or employees, officially or personally, on account of the granting of the license or on 

account of any damage to any person or property resulting from any act or omission of the Licensee or any of its 

agents, employees, or contractors relating to any license matter. This license shall not be construed as estopping or 

limiting any legal claims or right of action of any person against the Licensee, its agents, employees, or contractors 

for any damage or injury resulting from any such act or omission, or as estopping or limiting any legal claim or 

right of action of the State against the Licensee, its agents, employees, or contractors, for violation of or failure to 

comply with the provisions of the license or applicable provisions of law. The Licensee shall indemnify and hold 
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harmless the State from all claims arising out of the Licensee's use of the above described lands whether such 

claims are asserted by civil action or otherwise. 

13. Termination and cancellation.   

A. At the end of the license period and if both parties wish to renew, the renewal fee will be determined by the 

State. 

B. This license shall be cancelable upon reasonable notice by the State for violation of any of its terms, or if at 

any time its continuance will conflict with a public use of the land over or upon which it is granted, or for any 

other reason. Licensee shall ensure that Licensee's employees, agents and contractors have received and 

thoroughly understand all conditions of this license. 

C. Unless otherwise authorized by the State, upon the surrender, expiration or cancellation of this license, the 

Licensee shall remove from the above described lands all the utility lines and related structures owned by it. If 

Licensee does not remove such lines or related structures, all such lines or structures remaining shall become 

the property of the State, to be used or disposed of as the State elects. If the State requires the Licensee to 

remove utility lines and related structures and Licensee fails to do so, the Licensee agrees to pay the State for 

the costs of removing and disposing of such lines or structures. 

14. Assignment or transfer. The Licensee shall not without the State's prior written consent: a) assign, convey or 

otherwise transfer this license or any interest under it; b) sublet the license corridor or any part thereof; or c) 

permit the use or occupancy of the license corridor or any part thereof by anyone other than the Licensee. This 

license shall extend to, and bind the successors, heirs, legal representatives and assigns of the Licensee, if any. The 

State may require a party who has requested to sublet, use or occupy the license corridor to obtain a separate 

license from the State prior to occupying or using the license corridor. 

15. Reports. The Licensee must submit reports on herbicide and pesticide use as provided in paragraph 4 and 

maintenance and repair work as provided in paragraph 7. 

16. Contacts. The contact for the State is the Regional Lands and Minerals Manager, who is at the time of license 

issuance Joe Rokala at 218-328-8923. Any questions about this license shall be directed to the Regional Lands and 

Minerals Manager. The Regional Lands and Minerals Manager may direct the Licensee to contact additional State 

staff for reviews and approvals. 

17. Special provisions. This license is subject to the SPECIAL PROVISION. None.

ACTION REQUESTED 

Motion to accept proposals and award a two-year contract with an optional one-year extension 
for mowing and landscape maintenance services to Cross Cut Property Services for an annual 
estimated contract cost of $26,460 plus blight and downtown services as needed. 

REFERENCE AND BACKGROUND 

City staff solicited proposals in February 2026 for mowing and landscape maintenance services 
at several City‑owned properties. Four proposals were received by the March 2 deadline. While 
LakeFront Lawn Care submitted the lowest bid for specified sites, the company declined to 
provide pricing for the downtown alternate services, which are necessary for City operations. 
After reviewing all submissions, Cross Cut Property Services of Otsego submitted the lowest 
responsible proposal. Staff also reviewed references and met with the contractor to confirm 
their understanding of the work and expectations.  

The contract includes maintenance of several large, highly visible public properties, including 
Riverside Cemetery, Hillside Cemetery, and the grounds at the Wastewater Treatment Plant. 
These sites require regular mowing, trimming, and landscape care throughout the growing 
season to ensure safety, accessibility, and a well-maintained appearance. The contract also 
includes nuisance vegetation mowing when requested by the Department of Building Safety & 
Code Enforcement, as well as optional downtown landscaping and weed control services. 

These combined responsibilities require attention throughout the growing season. Securing 
contracted services for support as needed ensures that areas receive timely and reliable care 
and allows the City to respond promptly to nuisance vegetation enforcement needs. 

Properties included in the contract are: 

• Riverside Cemetery (19.72 acres)
• Hillside Cemetery (3.5 acres)
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• Wastewater Treatment Plant (1401 Hart Boulevard) 
• Nuisance vegetation mowing  (“blight”) 
• Downtown landscaping and weed control as an optional, per-service item 

I. Budget Impact: The estimated annual contract cost of $26,460 will be funded 
through the Parks Department in the General Fund, the Riverside Cemetery Fund, 
and the Wastewater Treatment Fund.  

Nuisance vegetation mowing services requested by the Department of Building 
Safety & Code Enforcement will be billed to that department and ultimately billed 
back to the property owner. Downtown landscaping will be billed on an hourly or 
per-service basis in accordance with the contractor’s proposal and paid for by the 
Parks Department in the General Fund. 

II. Staff Workload Impact: Parks, Arts & Recreation staff will oversee the contracted 
sites to ensure work is completed to City standards and that service levels remain 
consistent. 

III. Comprehensive Plan Impact: This contract supports the Monticello 2040 
Comprehensive Plan by helping maintain high-quality parks, public spaces, and 
natural areas. Regular mowing and landscape care contribute to attractive 
community spaces, healthy outdoor environments, and a well-maintained park and 
recreation system for residents and visitors. 

STAFF RECOMMENDED ACTION  

City staff recommend awarding the mowing and landscape maintenance contract to Cross Cut 
Property Services at an estimated annual cost of $26,460 with optional services used as 
needed.

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PROFESSIONAL SERVICES AGREEMENT 
 

 

 AGREEMENT made this  9th day of __March_, 2026, by and between the CITY OF 

MONTICELLO, a Minnesota municipal corporation ("City") and ___Cross Cut Property Services, 

14436 85th NE, Otsego, MN 55330_, hereinafter referred to as "Contractor". 

 

 IN CONSIDERATION OF THEIR MUTUAL COVENANTS, THE PARTIES 

AGREE AS FOLLOWS: 

 

1. SCOPE OF SERVICES.  The City retains Contractor to furnish the services set forth 

on the attached Exhibit “A”.  The Contractor agrees to perform the services.  Contractor shall provide 

all personnel, supervision, services, materials, tools, equipment and supplies and do all things 

necessary and ancillary thereto specified on Exhibit “A”.  The work to be performed under this 

Agreement shall be done under the review of a professional Contractor licensed in the State of 

Minnesota, who shall attest that the work will be performed in compliance with all applicable codes 

and engineering standards.  The work shall be performed in accordance with the Contract Documents, 

which includes this Agreement and the Exhibits: Exhibit “A” – Scope of Services, Exhibit “B” – 

Schedule of Payment and Fee Schedule.  In the event any ambiguity or conflict between the Contract 

Documents listed above, the order of precedence shall be the following order:  (i) this Agreement; (ii) 

Exhibit “A”, (iii) Exhibit “B”. 

 

2. REPRESENTATIVES.  City has designated _Tom Pawelk_ (the “City 

Representative”), and the Contractor has designated __Rick Zobel (the “Contractor Representative”).  

The City Representative and the Contractor Representative shall be available as often as is reasonably 

necessary for reviewing the Services. 

 

 3. COMPENSATION.  Contractor shall be paid by the City for the services described 

in Paragraph 1 on an hourly basis in accordance with the attached fee schedule, Exhibit “B” within 

thirty (30) days upon completion and acceptance of each portion of work. 

 

 4. CONTRACT DURATION.  The contract shall be renewed from year to year for a 

period of two (2) years beginning on March 10, 2026 and ending on March 9, 2028, with the option 

of a one (1) year extension, thereafter, pending successful negotiations as to fees no later than ninety 

(90) days prior to each anniversary date.  

 

 5. DOCUMENTS.  The City shall be the owner of all documents, reports, studies, 

analysis and the like prepared by the Contractor in conjunction with this contract. 

 

 6. COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS AND REGULATIONS.  In providing services 

hereunder, Contractor shall abide by all statutes, ordinances, rules and regulations pertaining to the 

provisions of services to be provided. 
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 7. STANDARD OF CARE.  Contractor shall exercise the same degrees of care, skill, 

and diligence in the performance of the Services as is ordinarily possessed and exercised by a 

professional Contractor under similar circumstances.  No other warranty, expressed or implied, is 

included in this Agreement.  City shall not be responsible for discovering deficiencies in the 

accuracy of Contractor’s services. 

 

8. INDEMNIFICATION.  The Contractor shall indemnify and hold harmless the City, 

its officers, agents, and employees, of and from any and all claims, demands, actions, causes of action, 

including costs and attorney's fees, to the extent caused by the negligent acts or omissions of the 

Contractor. 

 

 9. INSURANCE.  Contractor shall secure and maintain such insurance as will protect 

Contractor from claims under the Worker's Compensation Acts, automobile liability, and from claims 

for bodily injury, death, or property damage which may arise from the performance of services under 

this Agreement.  Such insurance shall be written for amounts not less than: 

 

  Commercial General Liability   $1,000,000 each occurrence/aggregate 

  Automobile Liability   $1,000,000 combined single limit 

  Excess/Umbrella Liability   $2,000,000 each occurrence/aggregate 

 

The City shall be named as an additional insured on the general liability and umbrella policies. 

 

  The Contractor shall secure and maintain a professional liability insurance policy. 

Said policy shall insure payment of damages for legal liability arising out of the performance of 

professional services for the City, in the insured's capacity as Contractor, if such legal liability is 

caused by a negligent act, error or omission of the insured or any person or organization for which 

the insured is legally liable.  Said policy shall provide minimum limits of $1,000,000 with a deductible 

maximum of $125,000. 

  Before commencing work the Contractor shall provide the City a certificate of 

insurance evidencing the required insurance coverage in a form acceptable to the City.  The certificate 

shall provide that such insurance cannot be cancelled until thirty (30) days after the City has received 

written notice of the insurer’s intention to cancel this insurance. 

 

 10. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR.  The City hereby retains the Contractor as an 

independent contractor upon the terms and conditions set forth in this Agreement.  The Contractor is 

not an employee of the City and is free to contract with other entities as provided herein.  Contractor 

shall be responsible for selecting the means and methods of performing the work.  Contractor shall 

furnish any and all supplies, equipment, and incidentals necessary for Contractor's performance under 

this Agreement.  City and Contractor agree that Contractor shall not at any time or in any manner 

represent that Contractor or any of Contractor's agents or employees are in any manner agents or 

employees of the City.  Contractor shall be exclusively responsible under this Agreement for 

Contractor's own FICA payments, workers compensation payments, unemployment compensation 

payments, withholding amounts, and/or self-employment taxes if any such payments, amounts, or 

taxes are required to be paid by law or regulation. 
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 11. SUBCONTRACTORS.  Contractor shall not enter into subcontracts for services 

provided under this Agreement without the express written consent of the City.  Contractor shall 

comply with Minnesota Statute § 471.425.  Contractor must pay Subcontractor for all undisputed 

services provided by Subcontractor within ten days of Contractor’s receipt of payment from City.  

Contractor must pay interest of 1.5 percent per month or any part of a month to Subcontractor on 

any undisputed amount not paid on time to Subcontractor.  The minimum monthly interest penalty 

payment for an unpaid balance of $100 or more is $10. 

 

 12. ASSIGNMENT.  Neither party shall assign this Agreement, nor any interest arising 

herein, without the written consent of the other party. 

 

 13. WAIVER.  Any waiver by either party of a breach of any provisions of this 

Agreement shall not affect, in any respect, the validity of the remainder of this Agreement. 

 

 14. ENTIRE AGREEMENT.  The entire agreement of the parties is contained herein.  

This Agreement supersedes all oral agreements and negotiations between the parties relating to the 

subject matter hereof as well as any previous agreements presently in effect between the parties 

relating to the subject matter hereof.  Any alterations, amendments, deletions, or waivers of the 

provisions of this Agreement shall be valid only when expressed in writing and duly signed by the 

parties, unless otherwise provided herein. 

 

 15. CONTROLLING LAW.  This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in 

accordance with the laws of the State of Minnesota. 

 

 16. COPYRIGHT.  Contractor shall defend actions or claims charging infringement 

of any copyright or patent by reason of the use or adoption of any designs, drawings or 

specifications supplied by it, and it shall hold harmless the City from loss or damage resulting 

there from. 

 

 17. RECORDS.  The Contractor shall maintain complete and accurate records of time 

and expense involved in the performance of services. 

 

 18. MINNESOTA GOVERNMENT DATA PRACTICES ACT.  Contractor must 

comply with the Minnesota Government Data Practices Act, Minnesota Statutes Chapter 13, as it 

applies to (1) all data provided by the City pursuant to this Agreement, and (2) all data, created, 

collected, received, stored, used, maintained, or disseminated by the Contractor pursuant to this 

Agreement.  Contractor is subject to all the provisions of the Minnesota Government Data Practices 

Act, including but not limited to the civil remedies of Minnesota Statutes Section 13.08, as if it were 

a government entity.  In the event Contractor receives a request to release data, Contractor must 

immediately notify City.  City will give Contractor instructions concerning the release of the data to 

the requesting party before the data is released.  Contractor agrees to defend, indemnify, and hold 

City, its officials, officers, agents, employees, and volunteers harmless from any claims resulting from 

Contractor’s officers’, agents’, city’s, partners’, employees’, volunteers’, assignees’ or 

subcontractors’ unlawful disclosure and/or use of protected data.  The terms of this paragraph shall 

survive the cancellation or termination of this Agreement. 
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 19. TERMINATION.  This contract may be canceled on the annual anniversary date by 

either party without cause with a ninety (90) day advance written notice. This contract may be 

canceled by either party for a breach of contract upon a thirty (30) day written notice.

A. The Riverside Cemetery is bordered on the south by River Street West, the north by the 


Mississippi River, west by West Side Mobile Home Park, and the east by private residents.  The 


mowing of the densely wooded sloped riverbank is not required.  The cemetery does have 


several watering faucets for flower watering and, of course, many above ground structures, 


flower baskets, trees, and grave site markers which will not be pulled out of the ground to 


perform routine maintenance, etc.  Any damage to these by the contractor will be billed back. 


 


B. The Hillside Cemetery is bordered on the south by 7th St. E, the north by 6th St E, the west by 


State Hwy 25, and the east by Cedar St, including the right-of-way. The mowing and 


maintenance on block wall and in front is required.  All chipped planting beds are to remain 


weed free by the contractor. The cemetery does have many above ground structures, flower 


baskets, irrigation, some trees, and grave site markers which will not be pulled out of the 


ground to perform routine maintenance, etc.  Any damage to these by the contractor will be 


billed back.

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2. SCOPE

B. Hillside Cemetery: keep the grass length from 2-4 inches.  However, the budget is limited to ten 


cuttings per season.  Additional cuttings during the peak growth will need to be approved by the 


Park Superintendent.  The city will allow the grass to reach 5-6 inches outside of the holidays, 


however, it is required that the cemetery be mowed and trimmed to 2-3 inches just prior to 


Memorial Day, Fourth of July and Labor Day.  Spring cleanup is required to be completed by 


the last week in April.  Fall cleanup will be determined with most of the adjacent leaves are 


completely on the ground, however, it should be completed by the last week in October. 


 


The mowing and trimming shall include weed removal from all landscaped chipped beds, 


including in and along the sidewalks, curbs and drive access points.  Failure to provide weed 


whipping during mowing at the basic sites will be considered a breach of contract.  This contract 


does not include spraying for weeds in the lawn but does include in the wood chip areas.  This 


service will also include litter and debris pickup from the entire sites during the mowing 


operation.  The contractor will be reimbursed on a per-time basis per site for this basic litter 


pickup, mowing and trimming service.  These spring cleanups shall be part of the basic mowing 


services, and any extras will not be paid, with the exception of Riverside Cemetery where spring 


cleanup can include such things a flower removal, etc.  This spring cleanup will involve more 


time than the normal pre-mowing cleanups and will be paid separately on a lump sum basis.

Motion to accept the Intersection Control Evaluations for State Highway 25 between 7th Street 
and River Street. 

REFERENCE AND BACKGROUND 

The Minnesota Department of Transportation (MnDOT), in partnership with the cities of 
Monticello and Big Lake along with Sherburne and Wright counties, completed the Highway 25 
Corridor Visioning Study to evaluate conditions along the state highway corridor between 
Monticello and Big Lake. The study’s objective was twofold: to identify near-term 
improvements that could be incorporated into an upcoming MnDOT pavement project and to 
establish a cohesive, long-term vision for the corridor. 

The study focused on identifying existing conditions and evaluating various improvement 
alternatives, including access modifications, signal timing revisions, roundabouts, and 
interchange enhancements. As part of the analysis, MnDOT completed Intersection Control 
Evaluation (ICE) reports at four key intersections in Monticello: 4th Street, 7th Street, Broadway 
Street (River area), and the I-94 westbound ramp. The reports document existing conditions, 
future conditions, alternatives analysis, and recommendations for how to best improve each 
intersection. Important underlying data informing the report content is included as appendices. 

The ICE analyses consistently identified increasing traffic volumes, operational inefficiencies, 
and safety concerns associated with regional growth and corridor demand. At 4th Street and 
7th Street, worsening side-street delays, gap acceptance challenges, and turning conflicts were 
documented, along with crash patterns typical of high-volume multilane highways, including 
rear-end and angle crashes. At Broadway Street and the I-94 ramp intersection, heavy 
commuter and regional traffic generates merging, queuing, and turning conflicts influenced by 
bridge traffic, constrained geometry, and interchange-related peak surges. 

With the completion of the Corridor Study, MnDOT expects to enter the scoping process in 
2027 for a pavement rehabilitation project funded for completion in 2031. The ICE reports and

recommended alternatives will inform scoping as well as preliminary and final design stages 
expected from 2028 through 2030; however, improvements are subject to change as plans and 
specifications are developed. While the pavement project will be led by MnDOT, City staff will 
continue to participate in the planning efforts.  

The City Council is asked to accept the Highway 25 Corridor Visioning Study findings and the 
associated Intersection Control Evaluation reports as submitted. 

I. Budget Impact: No budget impact is anticipated.

II. Staff Workload Impact: Staff participated in the Corridor Study to offer local
perspective and will continue to coordinate with MnDOT on the development of
MnDOT’s planned 2031 project.

III. Comprehensive Plan Impact: The future of Highway 25 is vital to the vision and policy
direction of the City of Monticello’s 2040 Comprehensive Plan, which emphasizes
enhancing downtown vitality, improving safety for all users, and strengthening regional
connectivity while accommodating future growth. The plan identifies Highway 25 as a
critical corridor that must balance mobility with local access, pedestrian comfort, and
economic development.

STAFF RECOMMENDED ACTION  

City staff recommend accepting the Intersection Control Evaluations.

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Executive Summary  

The intersection of TH 25 and 4th Street is being considered for reconstruction as part of a larger study of 

the TH 25 corridor. Crash, warrant, operations, and alternatives analysis were conducted for the study 

corridor and intersection to determine a recommendation of the best course of action. 

In the past 5 years, there have been 15 crashes at the intersection, with the majority being angle 

crashes. 12 of these crashes were property damage only, with 1 being a potential injury crash and 2 

being a minor injury crash. With a total critical crash index of 0.99, the intersection is operating within 

the expected safety range for similar intersections statewide but is very close to operating above the 

expected range. 

Operational analysis of the existing conditions of the intersection finds that the intersection does not 

serve local traffic well as there are insufficient gaps in Highway 25 traffic for 4th Street traffic to turn left 

onto or cross the busy roadway. Most locals use the intersection to turn right only or utilize other 

signalized intersections to make such movement. The intersection is also a barrier to pedestrian traffic 

as there is no infrastructure to facilitate safe crossing of the highway for non-motorized users. 

The two preferred alternatives for the intersection were considered along with other corridor 

improvements in downtown Monticello; a signalized intersection and a 2x1 roundabout intersection. 

Operational analysis of the two alternatives found that under existing traffic volumes, there are few 

notable differences between the two alternatives during the peak hours. Both alternatives offer 

improvement in performance compared to the no build condition, and the roundabout alternative 

provides slightly lower corridor travel times when compared to the signal alternative. Local street delays 

are also anticipated to be lower under roundabout control, during the peak hours and during off-peak 

periods. 

The roundabout is also anticipated to offer more safety enhancements as it features fewer conflict 

points for vehicles and pedestrians and better accommodates u-turning movements due to the 

proposed turning restrictions elsewhere along the corridor. The roundabout also provides a traffic 

calming effect, positively influencing safety for all users along the corridor during all times of the day. 

Due to the positive safety benefits and slightly better operational characteristics, a roundabout is the 

recommended traffic control at the intersection. This alternative was found to have a higher amount of 

support from the public after conducting one public open house during the TH 25 corridor study. 

The intersection is a constrained area where impacts to private property, utilities, and other 

infrastructure are likely. These issues must be further explored and addressed during detailed design to 

mitigate risks to project development. 
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Chapter 1:  Introduction  

An Intersection Control Evaluation (ICE) is being performed for the intersection of TH 25 and 4th Street. 

The intersection is in the City of Monticello, within Wright County. MnDOT is planning future 

improvements along the TH 25 corridor through downtown Monticello. As part of this effort, the 

intersection is being evaluated to address safety concerns, support pedestrian and bicycle mobility, 

enhance east-west connectivity across the corridor, and improve overall traffic operations. 

Improvements along this downtown stretch of TH 25 would benefit north-south travel through 

Monticello and east-west access between residential neighborhoods and downtown businesses and 

services. 

This ICE report will analyze the existing conditions, future conditions, and the analysis of alternatives at 

the intersection. See Figure 1.1 for the project location map.

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Chapter 2:  Existing Conditions 

2.1 Intersection Characteristics 

The study intersection features the following conditions:

Pedestrian facilities are present along both sides of TH 25 and 4th Street, with marked crosswalks across 

the east and west legs of the intersection. Intersection lighting is present as TH 25 is a lighted corridor 

through downtown Monticello. The surrounding land use is commercial. TH 25 serves as a key north-

south corridor connecting I-94 to US Highway 10, and the cities of Monticello and Big Lake to regional 

destinations and surrounding communities, while locally providing access to downtown businesses, 

schools, residential neighborhoods, and the Mississippi River crossing.

2.2 Data Collection 

Traffic Counts 

13-hour turning movement counts for this intersection were collected in November 2024. The AM peak 

hour is from 7:15-8:15 AM, and the PM peak hour is from 4:15-5:15 PM. The detailed 13-hour count is 

included in Appendix A along with a figure showing the peak hour turning movement counts.

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2.3 Crash Analysis 

A crash review was completed for the intersection analyzing the last five years (2019-2023) before the 

project began. Crash data was taken from MnCMAT2. There were fifteen crashes in the five-year period. 

Tables 2.2 and 2.3 provide a summary of the crash type and severity.

Within 10-years (2014-2023), there have been no fatal or serious crashes, or crashes involving a 

pedestrian or bicycle. Of the 15 crashes in the past five years, 8 (53%) were angle crashes.  

A comparison of the crash rate and the critical rate was completed to determine if there is a safety issue 

at the intersection. The total crash rate is the number of crashes per million entering vehicles (MEV). 

The critical rate is a statistical comparison based on similar intersections statewide. An observed crash 

rate greater than the critical rate indicates that the intersection operates outside of the expected, 

normal range. The critical index reports the magnitude of this difference and a critical index of less than 
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one indicates that the intersection is operating within the normal range. The latest available statewide 

average crash rates at the time of the analysis were from the 2019 – 2023 crash toolkit and were used 

for comparison purposes.

The total observed crash rate was found to be slightly above the average for similar intersections 

statewide. The total critical crash index of 0.99 shows that the intersection is operating within the 

normal range compared to similar intersections indicating that the intersection is not a safety concern. 

The intersection crash rate worksheet and crash diagram are included in Appendix B. 

2.4 Warrants Analysis 

Traffic signal warrants have been developed as national guidelines to promote conformity of traffic 

control devices to ensure that traffic signals are installed at intersections that would benefit from their 

use. On Trunk Highways, Warrant 1: Eight-Hour Vehicular Volume is the primary factor in installing a 

traffic signal.  

There are additional warrants the MnMUTCD states shall be included in a traffic signal study, listed 

below:  

• Warrant 2: Four-Hour Vehicular Volume 

• Warrant 3: Peak Hour 

• Warrant 4: Pedestrian Volume 

• Warrant 5: School Crossing 

• Warrant 6: Coordinated Signal System 

• Warrant 7: Crash Experience 

• Warrant 8: Roadway Network 
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• Warrant 9: Intersection Near a Grade Crossing 

A traffic signal should not be installed unless one or more of the warrants can be met. Furthermore, a 

signal should not be installed unless an engineering study indicates that the signal will improve the 

overall safety and operation of the intersection. The following assumptions were made when analyzing 

Warrant 1:  

• Right turn lane volumes on the 4th Street approaches were excluded. 

• Left turn lanes were included in the approach lane count along TH 25 

All-way stop intersection controls can be useful as a safety measure if safety concerns exist because of 

high traffic volumes in multiple directions or if there is an insufficient sight distance available to see 

conflicting traffic on an approach to an intersection. The MnMUTCD states that the need for an all-way 

stop control shall be considered if one of the following conditions is met: 

• Condition A: Where traffic control signals are justified, an all-way stop can be installed 

as an interim measure. 

• Condition B: Five or more crashes are reported in a 12-month period that are 

susceptible to correction by an all-way stop installation. 

• Condition C: The volume of either vehicles or a combination of vehicles, pedestrians and 

bicycles entering the intersection from all approaches for any eight hours of an average 

day meets the minimum volume requirements set forth in section 2B.16 of the 2023 

MnMUTCD. 

According to MnMUTCD guidelines, only Signal Warrant 7 is met based on the warrant analysis. It should 

be noted that a temporary signal was installed at the intersection for a three-month duration in 2023 as 

a temporary traffic control device relating to a nearby construction project. During the operation of the 

signal, three angle crashes were observed.  

All other signal warrants are not met under the existing traffic volumes. The results of the warrant 

analysis are documented in Appendix C.  

Note that when including minor right turns, four of the eight required hours were satisfied for warrant 

1B. 

2.5 Operational Analysis 

The traffic operation analysis for the intersection included an evaluation of existing intersection delay 

and Level of Service (LOS). LOS results are described using letters ranging from A to F. These letters 

serve to describe a range of operating conditions for different types of facilities. Levels of Service are 

calculated based on the Highway Capacity Manual (HCM) 7th Edition, which defines the LOS, based on 

control delay. Control delay is the delay experienced by vehicles slowing down as they are approaching 

the intersection, the wait time at the intersection, and the time for the vehicle to speed up through the 

intersection and enter into the traffic stream. The average intersection control delay is a volume 
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weighted average of delay experienced by all motorists entering the intersection on all intersection 

approaches. The delay threshold for unsignalized intersections is lower for each LOS compared to 

signalized intersections, which accounts for the fact that road users expect a higher level of service 

when at a stop-controlled intersection. The control delay is modeled within the analysis software, PTV 

VISSIM 2022. LOS D is commonly taken as an acceptable design year LOS.

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peak periods, there are notable delays on the 4th Street approaches as there are limited gaps in TH 
25 traffic which allow for local traffic to make a left turn or through movement. These movements 
often block right turning vehicles from accessing the highway due to the single lane of approach. 
Data collection indicates that few vehicles are able to make these movements outside of off-peak 
hours. 
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Chapter 3:  Future Conditions 

Generally, intersection controls are evaluated under traffic volumes from a forecasted year which 

accounts for some degree of traffic growth. For a number of reasons, the TH 25 Visioning Study 

determined that assumed growth in the downtown Monticello area was not reasonable as detailed in 

the study’s Existing Conditions Traffic Memorandum. Namely, while traffic volumes in the region have 

historically been growing (approximately 0.5% annual growth on TH 25 between I-94 and the Mississippi 

River), there is no additional capacity in this segment of roadway to accommodate a higher hourly 

volume. In all likelihood, traffic growth on TH 25 through Monticello would occur in the form of peak 

spreading as high traffic volumes are experienced for more hours of the day rather than peak hour 

volumes increasing. Further, there are no identified or programmed capacity improvements within the 

area that may increase the hourly capacity of the corridor as major bottlenecks at the I-94 interchange, 

Broadway Avenue/CSAH 75, and CSAH 11/14 will continue to restrict the amount of traffic that can flow 

through the area at a given time. Therefore, all alternatives analysis was conducted using the existing 

peak hour traffic volumes.  
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Chapter 4:  Alternatives Analysis 

Several corridor improvements were considered in tandem with improved intersection control at 4th 
Street. Most notably, access restrictions at 6th Street and 3rd Street in the form of right-in/right-out 
intersection were included. These access restrictions reduce conflict points at high crash risk 
intersections where making the restricted movements are difficult during peak hours under the existing 
condition. These reconfigurations would move left turning and through traffic at 6th and 3rd Streets to 4th 
Street.  

Additionally, restricting left turning traffic at 7th Street was considered. This would also redistribute 
traffic to the 4th Street intersection in the form of left and u-turning traffic. Using collected turning 
movement count data, as well as StreetLight Insight GPS data, it was estimated that these restrictions 
may pull approximately 2,000 vehicles per day from 7th Street to 4th Street. An analysis of signal warrants 
was performed using the existing, redistributed traffic volumes. The significant increase in 4th Street left 
turning traffic is found to satisfy warrants 1B, 2, and 3. Therefore, a traffic signal was considered as a 
viable alternative. The alternative assumed that lane configurations on TH 25 remain, and a left and 
through/right lane are provided on 4th Street. 

A 2x1 roundabout was also considered as a viable alternative as roundabout control would better serve 
u-turning traffic created by the nearby right-in/right-out intersections and 7th Street turning restrictions. 
The MnDOT Facility Design Guide recommendations for number of entry lanes were consulted based on 
the entry + conflicting traffic volumes and two entry lanes on TH 25 and single lane entries on 4th Street 
were confirmed. A preliminary screening of performance was conducted using Highway Capacity Manual 
methodology and found that TH 25 queueing would likely be 150 feet or less and sidestreet delays 
would be improved to LOS B or better. 

Details of the above origin-destination analyses, roundabout screening and sizing exercise, and corridor 
access restrictions are provided in the Alternatives Analysis Memorandum produced by the corridor 
study. 

Finally, a no build option was also considered as the intersection remains a thru-stop control, but the 
area right-in/right-out intersections at 6th and 3rd Street are included.  

4.1 Alternatives Traffic Operations 

An analysis of converting 3rd, 6th, and River Streets to right-in/out geometry, removing the River Street 

signal, and maintaining traffic control at other intersections was analyzed in Synchro/SimTraffic under 

the existing AM and PM peak hours. Results of the analysis is summarized in Table 4.1.

The analysis finds that without an increase in traffic control at 4th Street, the additional traffic 

redistributed to the intersection due to adjacent intersection access restrictions causes slight increases 

in sidestreet delays as local traffic cannot make left turns onto or cross TH 25 during peak periods due to 

limited gaps in traffic. The alternative does not meet project goals as local access to and across the 

highway is not improved, nor is pedestrian connectivity and safety. 

As mentioned above and documented in the Alternatives Analysis Memorandum, restriction of left turns 

from 7th Street onto TH 25 is estimated to redistribute enough daily traffic to 4th Street such that signal 

warrants are satisfied at 4th Street. The alternative was analyzed for the AM and PM peak hours and 

existing traffic volumes using PTV VISSIM, results summarized in Table 4.2.

The traffic signal is anticipated to provide more tolerable delays to 4th Street traffic as sidestreet 

approaches are improved to LOS E during the peak hours. However, 4th Street delays are similar to those 

of the no build condition as more traffic redistributes to 4th Street, and the control delay is closely tied to 

the cycle lengths of the coordinated TH 25 corridor. Due to the added control on TH 25, the overall 

intersection delay is higher than the existing condition or TWSC alternative. This added stopping point 

does create northbound and southbound queuing stemming from the 4th Street intersection and may 

periodically block upstream intersections of 3rd Street and 6th Street. 

A 2x1 roundabout alternative was also evaluated using PTV VISSIM during the AM and PM peak hours 

and existing traffic volumes. Results of this analysis are summarized in Table 4.3.

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The roundabout is found to operate similarly to the signal alternative overall, though with improved 

overall performance in the AM peak hour and improved sidestreet delays during both peak hours. TH 25 

approach delays are similar to that of the signal alternative, and average and maximum queue lengths 

on TH 25 are up to 100 feet longer than the signal alternative. However, these queues are rolling rather 

than fully stopped. 

As documented in the Alternatives Analysis Memorandum, a corridor travel time analysis was conducted 

to determine the effect of 4th Street traffic control alternatives on northbound and southbound travel 

times through the downtown corridor area. This analysis found that both alternatives provide up to 27% 

reduction in peak hour travel times when compared to the no build condition, but there are no 

significant operational differences between the signal and roundabout alternatives. Additionally, an 

analysis of local street approach delays was conducted. This analysis found that the roundabout 

alternative provides a 45-49% reduction in approach delay during the peak hours while the signal 

alternative offers a 38-48% reduction in approach delay. It’s also likely that the roundabout provides 

lower approach delays during off peak periods when compared to the traffic signal alternative. 

4.2 Alternatives Safety Performance 

Under the no build alternative, the safety performance of the intersection is anticipated to remain 

unaffected. 

Under the signal alternative, safety performance is anticipated to improve; CMF ID 320 indicates that 

the conversion of a stop-controlled intersection into a traffic signal results in a 67% reduction in angle 

crashes. However, rear end collisions may increase by 58% (CMF ID 328) as an additional stopping point 

is added to TH 25. These crashes are less likely to result in injury due to the low-speed environment. 

Under the Roundabout alternative, safety performance is anticipated to improve; CMF ID 4870 indicates 

that the conversion of a stop-controlled intersection into a multi-laned roundabout results in decrease 

of crashes of severities A (serious injury), B (minor injury), and C (possible injury) by 51%. A MnDOT 

report on roundabout safety shows that the installation of a 2x1 (unbalanced) roundabout results in: 

• A 100% reduction in fatal crashes 

• A 78% reduction in serious crashes 

• An 18% reduction in all injury crashes 

• Total crash rate increase of 44% 

In addition to the potential for injury crash reductions, roundabouts provide traffic calming and reduced 

speeds, as well as reducing the overall number of conflict points for vehicles. These reduced speeds and 

conflict points result in a safer environment for multi-modal traffic. A pedestrian and bicycle focused 

addendum to this report found that roundabouts on average have 64% lower pedestrian crash density 

and 16% lower bicycle crash density. While multi-lane approaches create a multiple crash threat for 

pedestrians, raised pedestrian crossings or RRFB’s are appropriate countermeasures as deemed by 
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PROWAG to provide an acceptable level of visibility and safety to non-motorized users. Finally, 

roundabouts are listed as one of FHWA’s Proven Safety Countermeasures.  

4.3 Other Considerations 

4th Street Roundabout Considerations 

Alternative concept development of a 2x1 roundabout at 4th Street finds that the roundabout may 
require notable impacts to all four quadrants of the intersection. Careful consideration is required in 
several criteria as designs are further developed: 

• Geometrics: An Over the Shoulder (OTS) meeting with MnDOT GDSU was held after the concept 
design of the 2x1 roundabout was completed. GDSU recommended considering an oval or 
spiraling design to reduce impacts to private property. The geometry shown in the concept 
layout is likely conservative in footprint and dimensions. 

• Site Circulation & Impacts: Planning level concepts show the roundabout may impact parking lot 
circulation on multiple property owners. While initial designs show that adequate access and 
circulation can be maintained, coordination with these properties is required to navigate these 
impacts. 

• Utilities: Public utilities (sanitary sewer and watermain) currently run underneath the 
intersection. MnDOT policy generally does not allow for utilities of any kind to be within the 
circulatory roadway or a roundabout and would need to be relocated or cased at a minimum. 
Conversely, the signal alternative requires taking property on the west side of the corridor which 
will also impact existing utilities. Any utility impacts and associated costs will need to be 
coordinated with the City of Monticello and other respective utility owners. 

• Constructability: Full closure of TH 25 for multiple consecutive months is likely not acceptable 
for local and regional traffic as viable detour routes are limited. A staged construction may be 
necessary to maintain two-way traffic on TH 25. Utility impacts may control the ability to 
maintain traffic continuously throughout construction. 

• Costs: Preliminary cost estimates were generated for the roundabout and signal alternatives 
using the best available information. While the roundabout was found to be more expensive 
($4.0M), the signal alternatives ($3.4M) are not significantly cheaper. The cost differential may 
increase as the factors listed above are better defined. 

• Public Opinion: One public open house was conducted by the study and the two alternatives 
were presented to the public for feedback. A formal feedback opportunity was presented in the 
form of a poll asking which alternative was preferred. 83% of respondents found the 
roundabout to be acceptable while only 50% found the signal alternative to be acceptable based 
on feedback received at a public in-person open house held on 8/4/25. For online respondents, 
the two alternatives were rated similar to one another. 

• Pedestrian Safety: In accordance with the latest PROWAG requirements for multilane 
roundabout approaches, and MnDOT District 3 preferences, raised pedestrian crossings of the 
TH 25 approaches should be implemented in the design of the roundabout alternative. RRFB 
enhanced crossings may also be considered in place of or in addition to the raised pedestrian 
crossings. 
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4th Street Signal Considerations 

Alternative concept development for the traffic signal alternatives also finds potential issues that will 
need to be considered and addressed during detailed design. 

• TS Poles and ADA Impacts: MnDOT’s new signal pole standards and foundation sizes are 
significantly more impactful that the previous standard. Larger pole and foundation sizes may 
create challenges in constrained urban environments and will need to consider impacts to public 
and private utilities. Additional right-of-way and/or easements may be needed to accommodate 
these impacts, as well as supporting ADA-compliant pedestrian facilities on each corner. Further, 
the concept includes a six-foot sidewalk with two-foot reaction on the back of curb, additional 
boulevard space may be desirable but would require additional right-of-way impacts between 
3rd Street and 5th Street. 

• Turning Movements: Concept development considered supporting truck turning movements on 
all approaches such that left turns may occur concurrently and trucks may complete turns 
without tracking into opposing lanes of travel, with the intersection footprint sized accordingly. 
These details, including design vehicles, should be confirmed during final design. 

• Public Opinion: The roundabout alternative was preferred over the signal alternative as 
mentioned above. Further, comments expressing concerns relating to speeds, truck traffic, and 
too much traffic on TH 25 were received from those who do not like the signal alternative. 
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Chapter 5:  Recommendations  

The recommended traffic control for the intersection of TH 25 at 4th Street is a 2x1 roundabout. 

Converting this intersection to a roundabout is anticipated to improve overall corridor safety as traffic 

speeds and conflicts are reduced, and local mobility is improved. Roundabout geometry and area 

impacts, including right-of-way, public and private utilities, site circulation, and constructability should 

be further explored and refined throughout project development as there is notable project risk relating 

to these constraints.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION 

An Intersection Control Evaluation (ICE) Letter is being performed for the intersection of TH 25 and 7th 

Street. The intersection is in the City of Monticello, within Wright County. MnDOT is planning future 

improvements along the TH 25 corridor through downtown Monticello. As part of this effort, the 

intersection and larger TH 25 corridor are being evaluated to address safety and mobility concerns. This 

ICE letter will serve as documentation of the analysis performed specifically at the intersection.  

WARRANT ANALYSIS 

Justification of this signal system was studied with respect to the warrants outlined in the Minnesota 

Manual of Uniform Traffic Control Devices (MN MUTCD). Existing turning movement counts (14-hr) were 

obtained from MnDOT for this intersection, with data collected on October 13, 2022. The intersection 

meets the prescribed thresholds for warrants 1A, 1B, 2, and 3 when excluding minor right turns. The 

collected turning movement data and warrant analysis are provided in the Appendix. 

SAFETY ANALYSIS 

There was a total of 76 crashes reported between 2019-2023 at the intersection. 36 of the crashes were 

rear end crashes and 30 were angle or left turn crashes. Over the past 10 years, one serious injury left 

turn crash was reported at the intersection (8/8/15). Two pedestrian crashes were reported over the 

same period, each involving a pedestrian struck in the crosswalk by an eastbound left-turning vehicle. 

Crash and severity rates for this intersection are above what is expected statewide for similar 

intersections, as a critical crash index of 1.22 is observed. An intersection safety screening worksheet 

and crash diagram of the intersection is provided in the Appendix. 

OPERATIONAL ANALYSIS 

The existing intersection is in close proximity to the I-94 westbound ramp terminal, approximately 425 

feet south of 7th Street. The close spacing and high volume of traffic exiting I-94 to go northbound on TH 

25 creates a bottleneck at 7th Street. Table 1 provides a summary of the peak hour level of service and 

delays during the AM and PM peak hours under existing traffic conditions.

Alternatives considered by the TH 25 corridor study include access restrictions at 6th and 3rd Street, as 

well as potential changes in intersection traffic control at 4th Street, all of which influence traffic volumes 

on 7th Street. In addition, proposed conditions include the restriction of minor street left turns in order 

to reduce lost cycle time via reduction of signal phases and to increase the amount of green time given 

to TH 25. Additionally, elimination of these left turns improves pedestrian safety via conflict point 

reduction and shorter crossing distances. Table 2 provides a summary of the peak hour level of service 

and delays during the AM and PM peak hours under the proposed geometry and traffic volumes. Note 

that signal timings were optimized for the build condition in Synchro and cycle lengths were unchanged. 

A roundabout at 4th Street was included in the traffic model.

PEDESTRIAN CONSIDERATIONS 

The TH 25 corridor study found that over 50% of pedestrian crossings of TH 25 within downtown 

Monticello take place at 7th Street. Intersection turning movement count data also finds that nearly all of 

these crossings take place across the north leg of the intersection. Due to the pedestrian crash history, 

high volumes of traffic, and surrounding land use types which generate pedestrian activity, pedestrian 

safety enhancements should be included with any reconstruction of the intersection. 

As previously mentioned, restriction of 7th Street left turns is proposed by the corridor study. Raised 

median islands on 7th Street, in addition to regulatory signage, may be used to promote compliance with 

the turn restrictions. Raised medians on these approaches also decrease the exposure to traffic on these 

crossings. To improve pedestrian safety across the highly utilized north leg, high-visibility crosswalk 

markings should be installed, and the crosswalk may be shifted north to reduce the crossing distance 

and to provide a small median refuge area. Signal system enhancements such as Leading Pedestrian 

Intervals (LPI), passive pedestrian detection, No Right Turn on Red (RTOR) signage, or Permissive Only 

Flashing Yellow Arrow (POOFYA) may be considered. Review of curb return radii should be conducted in 

final design to limit right turning speeds and minimize crossing distances.

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RECOMMENDATION 

Based on the collected traffic volumes, warrants analysis, and pedestrian crossing needs, maintained 

signalization of TH 25 at 7th Street is justified and recommended.    Restriction of minor street left turns, 

along with access restrictions and traffic control enhancements at nearby intersections, is anticipated to 

improve the overall performance of the 7th Street intersection as delays and queues are reduced. The 

turning restrictions also improve pedestrian safety at a high demand intersection. 

Further evaluation of pedestrian safety enhancements, such as crosswalk design and placement, curb 

geometry and lane widths, and signal timings, should be performed. Additionally, careful signing, 

striping, and signal design will be required, in addition to education and enforcement, to ensure that 

compliance with the left turn restrictions is achieved.

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PROJECT DESCRIPTION 

An Intersection Control Evaluation (ICE) Letter is being performed for the intersections of TH 25 and 

CSAH 75 (Broadway Street) and at River Street. The intersections are in the City of Monticello, within 

Wright County, and are located approximately 315 feet apart from one another along TH 25. MnDOT is 

planning future improvements along the TH 25 corridor through downtown Monticello. As part of this 

effort, the intersections, and greater TH 25 corridor, are being evaluated to address safety and mobility 

concerns. This ICE letter will serve as documentation of the analysis performed specifically at the two 

intersections.  

WARRANT ANALYSIS 

Justification of this signal system was studied with respect to the warrants outlined in the Minnesota 

Manual of Uniform Traffic Control Devices (MN MUTCD). Existing turning movement counts (14-hr) were 

obtained from MnDOT for this intersection, with data collected on October 5 and October 13, 2022 for 

River Street and Broadway Street, respectively. Broadway Street meets the prescribed thresholds for 

warrants 1A, 1B, 2, and 3. River Street was not found to satisfy any of the prescribed warrants for 

signalization, including the 60% thresholds typically considered for signal removal, even when including 

minor right turn volumes. The collected turning movement data and warrant analysis are provided in 

the Appendix. 

SAFETY ANALYSIS 

There was a total of 49 crashes reported between 2019-2023 at the intersection of Broadway Street. 18 

of the crashes were rear end crashes and 17 were angle or left turn crashes. Over the past 10 years, one 

minor injury bike crash occurred at the intersection (5/26/14) where the bicyclist was struck by an 

eastbound right turning vehicle. Crash and severity rates for this intersection are below what is expected 

statewide for similar intersections, as a critical crash index of 0.64 is observed.  

There was a total of 17 crashes reported between 2019-2023 at the intersection of River Street, all of 

which resulted in property damage only. 3 of the crashes were rear end crashes and 10 were angle or 

left turn crashes. Over the past 10 years, no fatal or serious injury crashes were reports, and no 

pedestrian or bicycle-related crashes were reported. Crash and severity rates for this intersection are 

below what is expected statewide for similar intersections, as a critical crash index of 0.23 is observed.  

Intersection safety screening worksheets and crash diagrams of the intersections are provided in the 

Appendix. 

OPERATIONAL ANALYSIS 

The proposed modifications include expanding the northbound and southbound left and right turn lanes 

at the Broadway Street intersection to provide more storage capacity. At River Street, the intersection is 

proposed to be reconfigured to a two-way stop controlled right-in/out intersection. Table 1 compares 

the existing and proposed peak hour level of service and delays during the AM and PM peaks under 
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existing traffic conditions. Note that signal timings were optimized for the build condition in Synchro and 

cycle lengths were unchanged.

PEDESTRIAN CONSIDERATIONS 

The removal of the River Street signal is proposed as the intersection does not meet signal warrants. The 

intersection is proposed to be converted to a right-in/right-out intersection. This allows for lengthening 

of the southbound left turn lanes at the Broadway Street intersection and creates a wide center median 

through the River Street intersection. 

City staff and local residents voiced a need for maintaining a pedestrian crossing at this location as the 

large Broadway Street intersection is an uncomfortable place to cross and the underpass of TH 25 along 

the Mississippi River requires an indirect and hilly route through Bridge Park to get from one side of TH 

25 to the other.

It is also recommended that the 

existing traffic signal at River Street be removed, and a right-in/out intersection geometry be 

implemented in addition to a Pedestrian Hybrid Beacon enhanced crosswalk across the north leg of the 

intersection.

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PROJECT DESCRIPTION 

An Intersection Control Evaluation (ICE) Letter is being performed for the intersection of TH 25 and 

Interstate 94 (I-94) westbound ramps. The intersection is in the City of Monticello, within Wright 

County. MnDOT is planning future improvements along the TH 25 corridor through downtown 

Monticello. As part of this effort, the intersection and larger TH 25 corridor are being evaluated to 

address safety and mobility concerns. This ICE letter will serve as documentation of the analysis 

performed specifically at the intersection.  

WARRANT ANALYSIS 

Justification of this signal system was studied with respect to the warrants outlined in the Minnesota 

Manual of Uniform Traffic Control Devices (MN MUTCD). Existing turning movement counts (14-hr) were 

obtained from MnDOT for this intersection, with data collected on October 13, 2022. The intersection 

meets the prescribed thresholds for warrants 1A, 1B, 2, and 3 when excluding minor right turns 

(assuming I-94 is the minor leg). The collected turning movement data and warrant analysis are provided 

in the Appendix. 

SAFETY ANALYSIS 

There was a total of 80 crashes reported between 2019-2023 at the intersection. 43 of the crashes were 

rear end crashes and 23 were angle or left turn crashes. Over the past 10 years, one fatal bike crash 

occurred at the intersection (4/12/21) where the bicyclist crossed the exit ramp crosswalk and was 

struck by a semi-truck turning right on red. Another bicycle crash of this nature occurred in 2018 and 

resulted in a minor injury. A second minor injury bike crash occurred in 2022 under similar 

circumstances but with the bicyclist crossing without the walk indication. Finally, a serious injury crash 

was observed which involved a northbound u-turn being struck by a southbound through vehicle 

(2/3/15). Crash and severity rates for this intersection are above what is expected statewide for similar 

intersections, as a critical crash index of 1.24 is observed. An intersection safety screening worksheet 

and crash diagram of the intersection is provided in the Appendix. 

OPERATIONAL ANALYSIS 

The proposed modifications include expanding the interstate exit ramp (considered the westbound 

approach) from a L-TR-R lane configuration to a L-TL-R-R. The ramp turn lanes would also be extended 

from 300 feet to 600 feet of storage distance to provide additional storage capacity and reduce the 

amount of queueing onto westbound I-94. Table 1 compares the existing and proposed peak hour level 

of service and delays during the AM and PM peaks under existing traffic conditions. Note that signal 

timings were optimized for the build condition in Synchro and cycle lengths were unchanged.

PEDESTRIAN CONSIDERATIONS 

Pedestrian connectivity across I-94 is served via sidewalks on both sides of TH 25. Due to the prevalence 

of vulnerable road user crashes at the westbound exit ramp, careful consideration should be given to 

this location as the proposed condition widens the crossing and exposes these users to more lanes of 

traffic. Design of the westbound exit ramp should aim to minimize the overall crossing distance of this 

leg, enhance pedestrian visibility and sightlines, and reduce traffic speeds to the greatest extent 

possible. Channelization, or separation, of the right turn lanes may be considered to provide a two-stage 

crossing and improve pedestrian visibility as shown in Figure 1. No right turn on red signage on the 

westbound approach was evaluated by the corridor study. Analysis found that restricting right turns on 

red does not adversely impact westbound approach operations as there are few gaps in northbound TH 

25 traffic for westbound right turners to accept on red under the existing or build conditions.

RECOMMENDATION 

Based on the collected traffic volumes and warrants analysis, maintained signalization of TH 25 at I-94 

westbound intersection is justified and recommended. Expansion of the westbound approach to a L-TL-

R-R geometry is recommended, as well as the lengthening of the associated turn lanes to 600 feet. No 

Right Turn on Red signage is also recommended on the westbound approach to mitigate existing 

pedestrian and bicycle safety concerns on this approach.

ACTION REQUESTED 

Motion to adopt Resolution 2026-15 authorizing a Contract for Private Development with Kids 
Haven of Monticello Holdings, LLC and Kids Haven of Monticello, LLC for a 2.93-acre City-owned 
site, to be platted as Lot 1, Block 1, Jefferson Commons Fifth Addition, inclusive of the terms for 
land purchase in the amount of $250,000 and business subsidy in connection with a proposed 
childcare center development. 

REFERENCE AND BACKGROUND 

The owners of Kids Haven approached City staff in early 2025 to discuss potential development 
of a new childcare facility in the city and inquired about the availability of a City-owned parcel 
along School Boulevard near Emagine Monticello Theater and River City Extreme. In June 2025, 
Kids Haven submitted a written offer to purchase the property. The City Council held a closed 
meeting on June 23, 2025, to review the offer and reached consensus to proceed with a land 
sale at a price of $250,000 for the 2.93-acre site. The Council cited the significant shortage of 
available childcare within the community and surrounding region as a public purpose for the 
sale price.  

The proposed purchase price meets the $150,000 statutory threshold for business subsidy. The 
2025 assessed taxable value of the portion of the parcel subject to the purchase offer (the 2026 
valuation has not yet been released by Wright County) is $508,926. The proposed sale price is a 
51 percent discount as compared to the assessed taxable value. As a result, a sale price of 
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$250,000 qualifies as a business subsidy and, pursuant to MN State Statutes, a public hearing is 
required.  

The proposed Contract for Private Development is between the City of Monticello and Kids 
Haven of Monticello Holdings, LLC and Kids Haven of Monticello, LLC.  Kids Haven of Monticello 
Holdings will own the land and Kids Haven of Monticello will operate the childcare facility.    

The Contract for Private Development outlines the terms and conditions of both the land sale 
and the business subsidy and  therefore serves as both the purchase agreement and business 
subsidy agreement. Key terms include: 

• Acreage: Kids Haven will purchase 2.93-acres of the 7.02-acre city-owned parcel. The 
City will retain ownership of the remainder of the parcel. The City Council previously 
consented to an application for plat by Kids Haven; the submission has been received 
and will be considered by the Planning Commission and City Council in April.  

• Price per Square Foot: 2.93-acres is equivalent to 127,630.80 square feet. Based on a 
purchase price of $250,000, the price is $1.96 per square foot. 

• Earnest Money Payment: Buyer to deposit a $5,000 downpayment with Preferred Title 
within two days (effective date) of signing the Contract for Private Development.  

• Sales Commission Payment: 6 percent of the Sale Price or $15,000; to be paid by the 
buyer-developer to the listing agent, Commercial Realty Solutions, at time of closing.  

• Business Subsidy: Land sale is a 51 percent discount to assessed taxable value.   
• Business Subsidy Performance Compliance: The Contract for Private Development cites 

the specific public purpose for the subsidy, which includes the creation of jobs, 
enhancement of tax base, and fulfillment of need for childcare services within the city.  
The business subsidy is structured such that if the developer does not meet the stated 
goals, including the development of the proposed 26,704 sq. ft. development and/or 
fails to create 40 new FTE jobs at the new childcare facility within twenty-four months, 
the Buyer can be required to repay the applicable portion of the business subsidy 
amount, plus interest. The contract also requires the building to operate as a childcare 
facility for a minimum of five years. A Real Estate Mortgage filed against the property as 
a soft mortgage is to be activated if buyer-developer fails to meet these requirements.   

• Legal Fees Related to Document Preparation: To be paid by Buyer. 
• Closing Costs: Typical split of costs between the Buyer and Seller. 
• Transaction Closing Date: On or before May 28, 2026. 
• Development Project Completion Date: March through early May 2027. 

Completion of the sale will facilitate development of a new childcare facility with an estimated 
value of approximately $6.4 million. Like many communities in the region, Monticello has 
experienced a consistent childcare shortage of 655 to 730 childcare slots over the past 7 to 9 
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years. During that time, City staff engaged in discussions with several other childcare providers 
who expressed interest in developing facilities; however, due to significant financing challenges, 
none of those proposals were able to move forward. The lack of childcare within the 
community has the potential to adversely affect economic development initiatives aimed at 
attracting business and industry to the community to facilitate an increase and diversification of 
tax base and employment opportunities.  

As outlined by Kids Haven, notable economic benefits associated with City support for the 
proposed childcare center development include the following: 

1. Strengthening the Local Workforce 

Reliable, affordable childcare enables parents, especially mothers, to reenter the workforce, 
increase their hours, or pursue advancement opportunities. By alleviating the burden of childcare, 
Kid’s Haven Monticello will empower more families in Monticello and surrounding areas to fully 
participate in the labor market, contributing to increased productivity and economic growth. 

2. Supporting Local Businesses 

When parents have dependable childcare, they are more likely to remain employed and patronize 
local businesses. Employers will benefit from reduced absenteeism and improved employee 
retention, while businesses throughout the area can expect increased foot traffic and consumer 
spending from working families. 

3. Creating Local Jobs 

Kid’s Haven Monticello will generate over 50 direct employment opportunities, including educators, 
administrators, and support staff. Additionally, local vendors and contractors will benefit from 
construction, supply chain, and service partnerships. This investment strengthens the local job 
market and stimulates economic activity. 

4. Attracting and Retaining Young Families 

Access to high-quality early childhood education is a leading factor for families choosing where to 
live and work. Kid’s Haven Monticello enhances Monticello’s appeal as a family-friendly 
community, encouraging residential growth, boosting housing demand, and expanding the local tax 
base. 

5. Driving Long-Term Economic Gains 

Decades of research demonstrate that investment in early childhood education yields long-term 
economic benefits, including higher high school graduation rates, increased lifetime earnings, and 
reduced reliance on public services. By implementing the nationally respected Creative Curriculum 
and utilizing Teaching Strategies GOLD for assessment, Kid’s Haven Monticello will provide 
children with the foundation for lifelong success and future workforce readiness. 
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6. Reducing Dependency on Public Assistance 

By offering affordable childcare, Kid’s Haven Monticello reduces economic strain on working 
families. Stable employment enabled by childcare access directly correlates with reduced use of 
public assistance programs, resulting in cost savings at the local and state levels. 

7. Supporting Economic Development and Business Recruitment 

Communities with reliable childcare infrastructure are more attractive to prospective businesses 
and investors. Kid’s Haven Monticello will serve as a vital asset in Monticello’s efforts to attract new 
employers and grow the local economy. 

I. Budget Impact: The sale of 2.93-acres of the parcel would result in $250,000 being 
deposited into the Capital Projects Fund. The buyer would be responsible for the City’s 
legal expenses related to the preparation of the Contract for Private Development and 
related documents. The City’s estimated share of closing costs is approximately $2,100. 

II. Staff Workload Impact: City staff involved in the tasks related to the Kids Haven land 
sale proposal include the Economic Development Manager, Community Development 
Director, Finance Director, and City Administrator. The City Attorney also assisted with 
drafting the Contract for Private Development and the related documentation.   

III. Comprehensive Plan Impact: Supporting efforts that achieve the City’s goals for 
expanded employment and tax base is consistent with the Monticello 2040 Value 
Statement of “A diversified and strong local economy competitive at regional, state and 
national levels.” The Monticello 2040 + Plan’s Economic Development Chapter includes 
numerous statements aligned with this proposed expansion, including those for 
business retention, reinvestment, tax base expansion, and workforce development.  The 
Planning Commission reviewed the proposed land sale for conformance to the 
comprehensive plan in August of 2025 and found the proposed sale in conformance to 
the plan.  The Commission resolution is attached for reference.   

STAFF RECOMMENDATION 

Staff recommend adopting the resolution approving the Contract for Private Development with 
Kids Haven of Monticello Holdings, LLC and Kids Haven of Monticello, LLC facilitating the sale of 
a 2.93-acre City owned parcel for $250,000.  

The proposed childcare facility will help address the significant childcare shortage identified as 
a critical community challenge nearly a decade ago. Annual surveys of the slot scarcity provided 
by First Children’s Finance of Minnesota have consistently found Monticello’s deficit to be in a 
range of 655 to 730 childcare slots.

WHEREAS, Buyer desires to plat the City Property as Lot 1, Block 1 and Outlot A, Jefferson 
Commons Fifth Addition and acquire Lot 1, Block 1 of the Plat  (“Subject Property”) from the City for

  WHEREAS, the City proposes to convey the Subject Property to Buyer, subject to Buyer 
and Tenant entering into the Contract for Private Development Agreement presented to the City 
Council (“Contract”) which includes a business subsidy in the form of a loan in the amount of 
$258,926 for a portion of the purchase price of the land, with the understanding that the Subject 
Property will be developed into a child care center and be maintained as such for a minimum 
period of five (5) years; and 
 
 WHEREAS, maintaining ownership of the Subject Property by the City would not serve the 
public interest; and 
 
 WHEREAS, the City believes that the terms of the Contract are reasonable and the 
conveyance of the Subject Property is in the best interest of the City; and  
 

WHEREAS, Minn. Stat. §462.356, subd. 2 requires that the Planning Commission review 
the City's proposed disposal of real property for compliance with the comprehensive plan and to 
report to the City Council in writing its findings; and

 THIS AGREEMENT, made as of the ___ day of ______________, 2026 (“Effective Date”), 
by and between and among the CITY OF MONTICELLO, a Minnesota municipal corporation (the 
"City"), KID’S HAVEN OF MONTICELLO HOLDINGS, LLC, a Minnesota limited liability 
company (“Developer”), and KID’S HAVEN OF MONTICELLO, LLC, a Minnesota limited 
liability company (“Tenant”). 
 

WITNESSETH: 

 

WHEREAS, the City is the owner of real property in the City of Monticello, legally described 

as Outlot C, Jefferson Commons, Wright County, Minnesota, according to the recorded plat thereof  

(PID 155-164-000030) consisting of approximately 7.01 acres (“City Property”); and 

 

WHEREAS, Developer desires to acquire approximately 2.93 acres of vacant land or of the 

City Property as depicted as Parcel A (“Property”) on the concept plan attached hereto as Exhibit A 

(“Concept Plan”) and City will retain the portion of the City Property less the Property (“Remnant 

Parcel”) as depicted as Parcel B on the Concept Plan; and 

  

WHEREAS, simultaneous with the conveyance under this Agreement, Developer will plat the 

Property as a single lot, which plat will also include the Remnant Parcel (the “Plat”), all at Buyer’s 

cost; and 

 

WHEREAS, as of the date of this Agreement there has been a proposal that the City grant a 

business subsidy to Developer for acquisition of the Property for less than its fair market value; and 

  

 WHEREAS, Developer proposes to construct a minimum 26,704 square foot commercial 

building to be leased to Tenant for the operation of a daycare center on the Property; and 

 

 WHEREAS, Developer has proposed to construct the daycare center on the Property together 

with the necessary off-street parking, lighting and landscaping required pursuant to the City approved 

plans (“Project”) which will create new jobs within the City; and 

WHEREAS, Developer and Tenant shall enter into a lease agreement on or before the closing 

of the conveyance of the Property to Developer (“Lease”) whereby Developer will agree to construct 

the improvements contemplated under this Agreement and Tenant will agree to lease such 

improvements after they are completed by Developer; and 

WHEREAS, pursuant to Minnesota Statutes, Sections 116J.993 to 116J. 995, as amended (the 

“Business Subsidy Act”) the City is authorized to grant business subsidies to facilitate development in 

the City and the State of Minnesota; and  

 

 WHEREAS, in order to assist Developer with the development of the Property, the City has 

determined to provide assistance to the Developer through a business subsidy by conveying the 

Property at a reduced price subject to a forgivable loan; and

than increasing the tax base; and 

 

 WHEREAS, the City has adopted a set of criteria after a public hearing for awarding business 

subsidies that comply with Minnesota Statutes §116J.994; and 

 

 WHEREAS, the criteria adopted includes a policy regarding the wages to be paid for jobs 

created; and  

  

 WHEREAS, the City believes that the Project and fulfillment generally of this Agreement is in 

the best interest of the City and the health, safety, morals and welfare of the residents of the City and in 

accord with the public purposes and provisions of the applicable state and local laws and requirements. 

 

 NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the premises and the mutual obligations of the 

parties hereto, each of them does hereby covenant and agree with the other as follows: 

 

ARTICLE I. 

DEFINITIONS 

Section 1.1. Definitions. All capitalized terms used and not otherwise defined herein shall have the 

following meanings unless a different meaning clearly appears from the context: 

 

Agreement means this Agreement, as the same may be from time to time modified, amended or 

supplemented. 

 

Benefit Date means the date of closing on this Agreement and conveyance of the Property to 

Developer. 

Business Day means any day except a Saturday, Sunday or a legal holiday or a day on which banking 

institutions in the City are authorized by law or executive order to close. 

Business Subsidy Act means Minnesota Statutes, Sections 116.993 to 116J.995, as amended. 

 

Business Subsidy Agreement means the terms of Article VI of this Agreement. 

 

City means the City of Monticello, Minnesota. 
 
Construction Plans means the plans, specifications, drawing and related documents for the 

construction work to be performed on the Property which have been submitted to and approved by the 

City Council of the City, as the same may be changed, modified, or adjusted pursuant to Section 4.2 

hereof; provided, however, that, pursuant to the terms of said Section 4.2 hereof, any nonmaterial 

modifications or adjustments thereto may be made by the Developer without the City’s consent. 

County means Wright County, Minnesota. 
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Deed means the quit claim deed described in Section 3.1 to be executed by the City conveying the Property 
to the Developer. 
 

Developer means Kid’s Haven of Monticello Holdings, LLC, a Minnesota limited liability company, or 

its permitted successors and assigns. 

 

Development Property or Property means the development property described in Schedule A of this 

Agreement. 

Event of Default means any of the events described in Section 8.1. 

 

Minimum Improvements mean an approximately 26,704 square foot commercial building, together 

with related and incidental improvements to be constructed on the Property by Developer in 

accordance with the Construction Plans.   

 

Mortgage means any mortgage made by the Developer, or its permitted successors or assigns as the 

owner of the Property, which is secured in whole or in part, by the Property. 

Project means construction of the Minimum Improvements on the Development Property. 

Purchase Price means the sum of Five Hundred Eight Thousand Nine Hundred Twenty-Six and No/100 

Dollars ($508,926.00), which the Developer shall pay the City for the purchase of the Property pursuant to 

Section 3.3 of this Agreement, subject to adjustments as set forth herein. 

State means the State of Minnesota. 

Tenant means Kid’s Haven of Monticello, LLC, a Minnesota limited liability company, or its 

permitted successors and assigns. 

 

Unavoidable Delays means delays beyond the reasonable control of the party seeking to be excused as 

a result thereof which are the direct result of war, terrorism, strikes, other labor troubles, fire, 

inclement weather, earthquakes, tornados, flooding, acts of God, or other casualty to the Minimum 

Improvements, litigation commenced by third parties which, by injunction or other similar judicial 

action, directly results in delays, or acts of any federal state or local governmental unit (other than the 

City in exercising its rights under this Agreement) which directly result in delays.  Unavoidable Delays 

shall not include delays caused by the Developer’s and/or Tenant’s failure to exercise reasonable 

efforts to obtain permits or governmental approvals necessary to enable construction of the Minimum 

Improvements by the date such construction is required under Section 3.3 of this Agreement, unless (a) 

Developer has timely filed any application and materials required by the City for such permit or 

approvals and (b) the delay is beyond the reasonable control of the Developer. 
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ARTICLE II. 

REPRESENTATIONS AND WARRANTIES 

Section 2.1. Representations and Warranties by the City. The City makes the following 

representations, warranties and covenants: 

 

 (a) The City is a Minnesota municipal corporation duly organized and existing under the 

laws of the State.  Under the laws of the State, the City has the power to enter into this Agreement and 

carry out its obligations hereunder.  

 

 (b) The City makes no representation or warranty, either express or implied, as to the 

Property or its condition or soil conditions thereon, or that the Property is suitable for the Developer's 

needs except as specifically set forth in this Agreement.   

 

 (c) Subject to satisfaction of the terms and conditions of this Agreement, the City will 

convey the Property to the Developer for development in accordance with the terms of this Agreement.  

 

 (d) To the best knowledge of the City, without independent investigation, no entity or 

person has at any time: 

 

 i) “released” or actively or passively consented to the “release” or “threatened release” 

of any Hazardous Substance (as defined below) from any “facility” or “vessel” located on or 

used in connection with the Property; or 

 

 ii) taken any action in “response” to a “release” in connection with the Property; or 

 

 iii) otherwise engaged in any activity or omitted to take any action which could subject 

Developer or the City to claims for intentional or negligent torts, strict or absolute liability, 

either pursuant to statute or common law, in connection with Hazardous Substances (as defined 

below) located in or on the Property, including the generating, transporting, treating, storage or 

manufacture of any Hazardous Substance (as defined below).  The terms set within quotation 

marks above shall have the meaning given to them in the Comprehensive Environmental 

Response, Compensation, and Liability Act of 1980, 42 U.S.C. Sec. 9601 et seq., as amended 

(“CERCLA”) and any state environmental laws.  “Hazardous Substances” means hazardous 

waste, toxic substances, urea formaldehyde, polychlorinated biphenyls, asbestos, petroleum, 

natural gas, synthetic gas usable for fuel or mixtures thereof, any materials related to any of the 

foregoing, and substances defined as “hazardous substances”, “toxic substances”, “hazardous 

waste”, “pollutant”, or “contaminant” in CERCLA, Resource Conservation and Recovery Act 

of 1976, as amended, 42 U.S.C. Sec. 6901 et seq., the Hazardous Materials Transportation Act, 

49 U.S.C. Sec. 5101 et seq., the Clean Water Act of 1977, 33 U.S.C. Sec. 1251 et seq., any 

state laws regarding environmental matters, or any regulations promulgated pursuant to any of 

the foregoing statutes. 

  

 (e) To the best knowledge of the City there is no “individual sewage treatment system” (as 

defined in Minnesota Statutes Section 115.55, subd.1(g)) located on the Property. 
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 (f) To the best knowledge of the City there is no “well” (as defined in Minnesota Statutes 

Section 103L.005, subd.21 located on the Property. 

  

 (g) The City has received no notice of and has no knowledge of any action, litigation, 

investigation or proceeding of any kind pending or threatened against the City or the Property, and the 

City knows of no facts which could give rise to any such action, litigation, investigation or proceeding. 

 

 (h) There are no leases, oral or written, affecting the Property nor any other right, title or 

interest in or to the Property granted to any third party, except Permitted Encumbrances as hereinafter 

defined and City covenants to deliver possession of the Property at Closing free of all tenancies, 

occupancies or other right, title and interest, except Permitted Encumbrances.   

 

 Section 2.2. Representations and Warranties of the Developer. The Developer makes the 

following representations, warranties and covenants: 

 (a) The Developer is a limited liability company duly organized and in good standing under 

the laws of the State of Minnesota, is authorized to transact business in the State of Minnesota, and has 

full power and authority to enter into this Agreement and carry out the covenants contained herein and 

has duly authorized the execution, delivery and performance of this Agreement by proper action of its 

managers, members or officers. 

 (b) When the Property is conveyed to the Developer, the Developer will construct the 

Minimum Improvements, in accordance with the terms of this Agreement and all applicable local, state and 

federal laws and regulations (including, but not limited to, environmental, zoning, building code and public 

health laws and regulations) subject to Developer’s right to contest the same pursuant to applicable law.   

 (c) The Developer will use commercially reasonable efforts to obtain or cause to be obtained, 

in a timely manner, all required and applicable permits, licenses and approvals, and will meet or cause to be 

satisfied, in a timely manner, all requirements of all applicable local, state, and federal laws and regulations 

which must be obtained or met before the Minimum Improvements may be lawfully constructed, subject to 

Unavoidable Delays. 

 

(d) The Minimum Improvements will be constructed by the Developer, at its sole expense, 

in such manner, and at such expense as are necessary to make the Property usable by the Developer, 

including all such improvements as are necessary to make said facility comply with all applicable 

federal, state, and local rules, regulations, ordinances and laws. 

 

(e) The Developer will construct the Minimum Improvements in accordance with all local, 

state, or federal energy-conservation laws or regulations. 

 

(f) The Developer will use its best efforts to obtain, in a timely manner, all required 

permits, licenses and approvals and to meet, in a timely manner, all requirements of all applicable 

local, state, and federal laws and regulations which must be obtained or met before the Minimum 

Improvements may be lawfully constructed.  The City will cooperate to expedite the processing of any 

application filed with the City by the Developer.  The City does not hereby warrant or represent that it 

will approve an application filed by Developer, except as expressly provided in this Agreement. 
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(g) To Developer’s knowledge, neither the execution and delivery of this Agreement, the 

consummation of the transactions contemplated hereby, nor the fulfillment of or compliance with the 

terms and conditions of this Agreement is prevented, limited by or conflicts with, or results in a breach 

of, the terms, conditions or provisions of any corporate restriction or any evidences of indebtedness, 

agreement or instrument of whatever nature to which the Developer is now a party or by which it is 

bound or constitutes a default under any of the foregoing. 

 (h) The construction of the Minimum Improvements would not be undertaken by the 

Developer, and in the opinion of Developer the construction of the Minimum Improvements would not 

be economically feasible to Tenant and Developer within the reasonably foreseeable future, but for the 

assistance and benefit to the Developer provided for in this Agreement. 

 

 (i) The Developer will reasonably cooperate fully with the City and the Authority with 

respect to any litigation commenced by any third party with respect to the Project. 

 (j) The Developer agrees to pay the total amount of any costs, charges, expenses and 

attorneys' fees reasonably incurred and paid at any time by City because of any Event of Default by the 

Developer as to any stipulation, agreement, and covenant of this Agreement, resulting in any suit or 

proceeding at law or in equity to which the City shall become a party in reference to the Developer's 

interest in the Development Property or the Project and in which the City prevails.  

 

 (k) The Developer agrees to enter into the Lease on or before Closing on the conveyance of 

the Property to Developer. 

 

 Section 2.3. Representations and Warranties of Tenant. Tenant makes the following 

representations, warranties and covenants: 

 

(a) Tenant is a limited liability company, duly organized and in good standing under the 

laws of Minnesota, is not in violation of any provisions of its articles of incorporation and bylaws, is 

duly authorized to transact business within the State, has power to enter into this Agreement and has 

duly authorized the execution, delivery and performance of this Agreement by proper action of its 

officers. 

 

 (b) Tenant will operate and maintain the Minimum Improvements in accordance with the 

terms of this Agreement and all applicable local, state and federal laws and regulations (including, but 

not limited to, environmental, zoning, building code and public health laws and regulations) subject to 

Tenant’s right to contest the same pursuant to applicable law. 

 

 (c) Neither the execution and delivery of this Agreement, the consummation of the 

transactions contemplated hereby, nor the fulfillment of or compliance with the terms and conditions 

of this Agreement is prevented, limited by or conflicts with or results in a breach of, the terms, 

conditions or provisions of any corporate restriction or any evidences of indebtedness, agreement or 

instrument of whatever nature to which Tenant is now a party or by which it is bound, or constitutes a 

default under any of the foregoing, which default or breach might prevent Tenant from performing its 

obligations under this Agreement. 
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 (d) Tenant agrees to pay the total amount of any costs, charges, expenses and attorneys' fees 

reasonably incurred and paid at any time by City because of any Event of Default by the Tenant as to 

any stipulation, agreement, and covenant of this Agreement, resulting in any suit or proceeding at law 

or in equity to which the City shall become a party and in which the City prevails. 

 

(e) The Tenant agrees to enter into the Lease on or before Closing on the conveyance of the 

Property to Developer. 

 

ARTICLE III. 

CONVEYANCE OF PROPERTY 

 

 Section 3.1.  Status of Property.  Except for the representations, warranties and covenants set 

forth herein and any other terms and conditions for this Agreement, the City agrees to sell the Property 

to the Developer and the Developer agrees to purchase the Property from the City in “as-is” condition.  

The City agrees to convey the Property to the Developer by Deed.  Closing of the transaction 

contemplated under this Agreement (the “Closing”) shall occur on or before May 28, 2026 (the 

“Closing Date”) at such place as mutually agreed upon by City and Developer. 

 

 Section 3.2.  Conditions Precedent to Conveyance of Property. 

 

(a) The City's obligation to convey the Property is contingent upon the following, any of 

which may be waived by Seller, in writing:  

 

(i) Developer not being in default under the material terms of this Agreement at 

Closing;  

 

(ii) On or prior the Closing, Developer obtaining seller’s approval of the Plat and all 

necessary approvals for the subdivision of the Seller Property consistent with the Concept Plan 

and the Plat and recording the Plat at Closing; 

 

(iii) On or prior to the Closing, Developer and Tenant entering into the Lease; 

 

(iv) At Closing, the Developer and City entering into any easements or amendments 

of any existing easements affecting the Property or Remnant Parcel together with any other 

necessary property owners, in a form and substance reasonably acceptable to the City; 

 

(v) At Closing, the Developer and the City entering into a shared access easement 

benefitting the Property and the Remnant Parcel; and 

 

(vi) Developer reimbursing the City for all City costs associated with the preparation 

of this Contract at Closing. 

 

(b) The Developer’s obligation to accept title to the Property is contingent upon the 

satisfaction, or waiver in writing by the Developer, of the following conditions precedent: 
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(i) At Closing, the City not being in default under the terms of this Agreement;  

 

(ii) At Closing, the City delivering to the Developer, in a form reasonably 

acceptable to Developer, the Deed conveying fee title to the Property to 

Developer; 

 

(iii) At or before Closing, Developer having determined that it is satisfied, in its sole 

discretion, with the results and matters disclosed by a Phase I Environmental 

Audit or Phase II (if necessary), soil tests, and its review of utilities, protective 

covenants, including the documents proposed under the terms of this Agreement 

for the Property, wetlands study, storm water retention/filtration, zoning, site 

conditions (tree mitigation, grading, clearing), site planning, review of any 

association documents, design guidelines, other private governing authority 

documents, feasibility study of the Property and other due diligence related 

materials. Developer shall be responsible for any and all costs incurred in 

connection with the Developer’s inspections and due diligence review; 

 

(iv) On or prior to the Closing, Developer obtaining City approval of the Plat and all 

necessary approvals for the subdivision of the City Property consistent with the 

Concept Plan and the Plat and recording the Plat at Closing; 

 

(v) At Closing, the Developer and City entering into any easements or amendments 

of any existing easements affecting the Property or Remnant Parcel together 

with any other necessary property owners, in a form and substance reasonably 

acceptable to the Developer; 

 

(vi) The representations, warranties and covenants of City being true, correct, and 

complete on the date hereof and as of the Closing Date. 

 

If the contingencies have not been satisfied or waived by the parties on or before the respective dates 

set forth above, then the respective party may elect to terminate this Agreement by written notice 

delivered to the other party not later than expiration of such applicable dates.  If either party fails to 

terminate prior to expiration of such applicable contingency dates, then the contingencies pertaining to 

each such respective contingency shall be deemed waived by the party entitled to assert the 

contingency and the parties shall perform under this Agreement. If this Agreement is terminated as 

permitted under the terms of this Section, then upon request by City, City and Developer agree to sign 

a cancellation of this Agreement or Developer shall deliver a Warranty Deed to the Property to City. 

 

 Section 3.3.  Purchase Price.  Except as otherwise provided for herein, the Purchase Price for 

the Property shall be payable by Developer at Closing (as hereinafter defined) in the as follows: 

 (a) Developer shall deposit Five Thousand ($5,000.00) Dollars (the "Earnest Money") in 

escrow within two (2) business days of the Effective Date with Preferred Title, Inc., 225 West 

Broadway Street, Monticello, Minnesota, 55362 (the "Title Company"), which the Title Company 

is instructed to hold and disburse in accordance with the terms of this Agreement.  Upon Developer’s 
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full performance of this Agreement, the Earnest Money shall be delivered to the City and applied 

toward the payment of the Purchase Price at the Closing. 

 

 (b) Two Hundred Forty-five Thousand and 00/100 ($245,000.00) shall be payable in cash 

or certified funds on the Closing Date provided for in Section 3.1 of this Agreement.  

 

 (c) the balance in accordance with the terms of that certain promissory note, substantially in 

the form attached hereto as Exhibit “B” (“Promissory Note”) to be executed at Closing.  At the closing 

of this transaction, Developer will grant City a Mortgage substantially in the form attached hereto as 

Exhibit “C” (“Mortgage”) as security for the Promissory Note.    

 

Section 3.4.  Closing.   

 

(a) On the Closing Date, provided all conditions precedent for the City and Developer to 

close have either been met or waived, the City shall convey the Property to the Developer through the 

execution and delivery of the Deed and all other documents reasonably required by City, Developer 

and the Title Company to complete the closing under the terms of this Agreement.  This closing shall 

be at the Title Company or some other mutually agreeable location. 

 

(b) The Developer shall take possession of the Property upon execution and delivery of the 

Deed by the City at closing. 

 

(c) The Deed shall be in recordable form and shall be promptly recorded along with this 

Agreement. 

 

(d) At Closing, the Developer shall also pay:   

 

(i) the closing fee charged by the Title Company;  

(ii) title insurance premiums for the owner’s title insurance policy and any lender’s 

title insurance policy;  

(iii) all recording fees and charges related to the filing of the deed and mortgage, but 

excluding conservation fees and state deed tax for the deed;  

(iv) all costs associated with the Plat and development fees related to the Plat; 

(v) all costs associated with recording of any easements or amendments to 

easements;  

   (vi) All of Developer’s remaining costs to close not otherwise specified in this 

Section;  

(vii) Developer’s attorney fees; and 

(viii) City costs for preparation of this Contract. 

 

(e) At Closing, City shall also pay:  

 

(i) state deed tax and the conservation fee attributable to the deed; 

(ii) all costs associated with obtaining a title insurance commitment, including name 

searches, bankruptcy searches, and property inspection fees; and 

(iii) recording fees for corrective instruments required to remove  
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  encumbrances and place marketable title in Developer’s name. 

 

Section 3.5. Title.   

 

(a) Title Evidence. Within fifteen (15) days of the Effective Date, the City shall provide to 

Developer a Commitment (the "Title Commitment") for an ALTA Owner's Policy of Title Insurance 

to insure title to the Property, in the amount of the Purchase Price, issued by the Title Company. The 

Title Commitment will commit the Title Company to insure title to the Property subject only to the 

Permitted Encumbrances (defined in Section 3.5(c) of this Agreement) and shall include a Special 

Assessment Search and be accompanied by legible copies of each document evidencing liens and 

encumbrances affecting the Property.  

 

(b) Survey. Within ten (10) days after the Effective Date, The City shall deliver to 

Developer copies of any survey(s) of the Property that the City may have in its possession or under its 

control. Developer, at its sole cost and expense, may obtain a survey of the Property (the “Survey”). 

The Surveyor’s Certificate regarding the new Survey shall be in a form acceptable to Developer and 

the Title Company. 

 

(c) Developer’s Objections. Within twenty (20) days after receiving the Title Commitment 

and the Survey, Developer will make in writing, any objections (the "Objections") to any matters 

disclosed in the Title Commitment or the Survey that are not acceptable to Developer. Any matter 

shown on such Title Commitment or the Survey and not objected to by Developer shall be a 

"Permitted Encumbrance" hereunder. The City will have thirty (30) days after receipt of the 

Objections to cure the Objections (“Title Cure Period”), during which period the Closing will be 

postponed as necessary.  The City shall use its reasonable best efforts to correct any Objections, 

provided the City shall be obligated to correct or remove, on or before the Closing Date, any 

Objections based upon monetary liens that may be satisfied by the payment of money (the “Monetary 

Liens”). Except for costs necessary to release or satisfy any Monetary Liens, the City shall not be 

required to incur any out-of-pocket expenses in attempting to address any Objections.  If the 

Objections that are not Monetary Liens are not cured within such thirty (30) day period, Developer, as 

its sole remedy, will have the option to do any one of the following: 

 

 i) Terminate this Agreement and receive a refund of the Earnest Money. 

 

 ii) waive Objections and proceed to close. 

  

 Section 3.6.  Right of Entry. Upon reasonable notice to City, Developer and Developer’s 

authorized agents shall have the right during the period from the date of this Agreement to the Date of 

Closing to enter in and upon the Property in order to make, at Developer’s expense, surveys, 

measurements, soil tests, geotechnical tests and other tests that Developer shall deem necessary.  

Developer agrees to restore any resulting damage to the Property caused by Developer or its agents and 

to indemnify, hold harmless and defend City from any and all claims by third persons of any nature 

whatsoever arising from Developer’s right of entry hereunder, including all actions, proceedings, 

demands, assessments, costs, expenses and attorneys' fees.  Notwithstanding the foregoing, 

Developer’s indemnification obligations set forth above shall not include any obligation to indemnify 

the City for the discovery of any existing conditions discovered as a result of Developer’s inspections 
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and testing. 

 

 Section 3.7. Obligations at Closing.  At Closing: 

 

 (a) The City shall execute and deliver to the Developer the following: 

 

(i) Deed.  A Deed in recordable form and reasonably satisfactory to Developer, 

which shall include the following well representations:  “Seller certifies that the 

Seller does not know of any wells on the described Property.” 

 

(ii) Seller’s Affidavit.  A standard form affidavit by the City indicating that on the 

date of Closing there are no outstanding, unsatisfied judgments, tax liens or 

bankruptcies against or involving the City or the Property; that there has been no 

skill, labor or material furnished to the Property for which payment has not been 

made or for which mechanic's liens could be filed; and that there are no other 

unrecorded interests in the Property. 

 

(iii) Non-Foreign Person Certification.  A certification in form and content satisfactory 

to the parties hereto and their counsel, properly executed by the City, containing 

such information as shall be required by the Internal Revenue Code, and the 

regulations issued there under, in order to establish that the City is not a “foreign 

person” as defined in §1445(f)(3) of such Code and such regulations.  

 

(iv) Storage Tanks.  If required, an affidavit with respect to storage tanks pursuant to 

Minn. Stat. § 116.48. 

 

(v) Well Certificate.  If there is a well located on the Property, a well disclosure 

certificate in form and substance true to form for recording. 

 

(vi) Other Documents.  All other documents reasonably determined by either party or 

the Title Company to be necessary to transfer and provide title insurance for the 

Property. 

 

 (b) Developer shall execute and deliver at Closing:  

 

(i) Purchase Price.  Payment of the balance of the Purchase Price. 

 

(ii) Promissory Note and Mortgage.  The Promissory Note and Mortgage substantially 

in the forms attached hereto as Exhibits B and C. 

 

(ii) Plat. 

 

(iii) Lease. 
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(iv) Other Documents.  All other documents reasonably determined by either party or 

the Title Company to be necessary to transfer and provide title insurance for the 

Property. 

 

 Section 3.8. Commissions.  City and Developer represent and warrant to each other that they 

have dealt with no brokers, real estate agents, finders or the like in connection with this transaction, 

other than Commercial Realty Solutions (the "City’s Broker"), which represents the City.  

Developer agrees to pay a commission of 6% of the Purchase Price, to City’s Broker at Closing. City 

and Developer agree to indemnify each other and to hold each other harmless against all claims, 

damages, costs or expenses of or for any brokers' fees or commissions resulting from their actions or 

agreements regarding the execution or performance of this Agreement, other than the fees payable to 

City’s Broker as above provided, and will pay all costs of defending any action or lawsuit brought to 

recover any such fees or commissions incurred by the other party, including reasonable attorneys' fees. 

 

 Section 3.9. No Representation by the City. EXCEPT AS EXPRESSLY SET FORTH IN 

THIS AGREEMENT, IT IS UNDERSTOOD AND AGREED THAT THE CITY IS NOT MAKING 

AND HAS NOT MADE, AT ANY TIME, ANY WARRANTIES OR REPRESENTATIONS OF 

ANY KIND OR CHARACTER, EXPRESSED OR IMPLIED, WITH RESPECT TO THE 

PROPERTY, INCLUDING, BUT NOT LIMITED TO, ANY WARRANTIES OR 

REPRESENTATIONS AS TO HABITABILITY, MERCHANTABILITY, FITNESS FOR A 

PARTICULAR PURPOSE, TITLE, ZONING, TAX CONSEQUENCES, LATENT OR PATENT 

PHYSICAL OR ENVIRONMENTAL CONDITIONS, UTILITIES, ACCESS, OPERATING 

HISTORY OR PROJECTIONS, VALUTION, GOVERNMENTAL APPROVALS, THE 

COMPLIANCE OF THE PROPERTY WITH GOVERNMENTAL LAWS, THE TRUTH, 

ACCURACY OR COMPLETENESS OF ANY PROPERTY DATA OR OTHER INFORMATION 

PERTAINING TO THE PROPERTY DELIVERED TO  DEVELOPER BY THE CITY OR ANY 

OTHER MATTER OR THING REGARDING THE PROPERTY.  DEVELOPER 

ACKNOWLEDGES AND AGREES THAT UPON THE CLOSING OF THE TRANSACTION 

CONTEMPLATED BY THIS AGREEMENT, THE CITY SHALL SELL AND DEVELOPER 

SHALL ACCEPT THE PROPERTY “AS IS, WHERE IS, WITH ALL FAULTS”.  DEVELOPER 

HAS NOT RELIED AND WILL NOT RELY ON, AND THE CITY IS NOT LIABLE FOR OR 

BOUND BY, ANY EXPRESSED OR IMPLIED WARRANTIES, GUARANTIES, STATEMENTS, 

REPRESENTATIONS, OR INFORMATION PERTAINING TO THE PROPERTY OR RELATING 

THERETO MADE OR FURNISHED BY THE CITY OR AGENT REPRESENTING OR 

PURPORTING TO REPRESENT THE CITY, TO WHOMEVER MADE OR GIVEN, DIRECTLY 

OR INDIRECTLY, ORALLY OR IN WRITING, UNLESS SPECIFICALLY SET FORTH IN THIS 

AGREEMENT. 

 

 THE DEVELOPER REPRESENTS TO THE CITY THAT DEVELOPER HAS 

CONDUCTED, OR WILL HAVE HAD THE OPPORTUNITY TO CONDUCT PRIOR TO 

CLOSING, SUCH INVESTIGATIONS OF THE PROPERTY, INCLUDING BUT NOT LIMITED 

TO, THE PHYSICAL, ENVIRONMENTAL AND GEOTECHNICAL CONDITIONS THEREOF, AS 

DEVELOPER DEEMS NECESSARY TO SATISFY ITSELF OF THE CONDITION OF THE 

PROPERTY AND THE EXISTENCE OR NONEXISTENCE OR CURATIVE ACTION TO BE 

TAKEN WITH RESPECT TO ANY HAZARDOUS OR TOXIC SUBSTANCES OR MATERIALS 

ON, WITHIN, UNDER OR DISCHARGED FROM THE PROPERTY, AND WILL RELY SOLELY 
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UPON SAME AND NOT UPON ANY INFORMATION PROVIDED BY OR ON BEHALF OF THE 

CITY. 

 

UPON CLOSING, DEVELOPER SHALL ASSUME THE RISK THAT ADVERSE MATTERS, 

INCLUDING BUT NOT LIMITED TO, ADVERSE PHYSICAL, ENVIRONMENTAL AND 

GEOTECHNICAL CONDITIONS MAY HAVE BEEN REVEALED BY DEVELOPER’S 

INVESTIGATIONS, AND DEVELOPER, UPON CLOSING, SHALL BE DEEMED TO HAVE 

WAIVED, RELINQUISHED AND RELEASED THE CITY (AND THE CITY’S OFFICERS, 

DIRECTORS, SHAREHOLDER, EMPLOYEES AND AGENTS) FROM AND AGAINST ANY 

AND ALL CLAIMS, DEMANDS, CAUSES OF ACTION (INCLUDING CAUSES OF ACTION IN 

TORT) LOSSES, DAMAGES, LIABILITIES, COSTS AND EXPENSES (INCLUDING 

ATTORNEYS’ FEES AND COURT COSTS) OF ANY AND EVERY KIND OR CHARACTER, 

KNOWN OR UNKNOWN, WHICH DEVELOPER MIGHT HAVE ASSERTED OR ALLEGED 

AGAINST THE CITY (AND THE CITY’S OFFICERS, DIRECTORS, SHAREHOLDER, 

EMPLOYEES AND AGENTS) AT ANY TIME BY REASON OF OR ARISING OUT OF ANY 

LATENT OR PATENT PHYSICAL CONDITIONS, VIOLATIONS OF ANY APPLICABLE LAWS) 

AND ANY AND ALL OTHER ACTS, OMISSIONS, EVENTS, CIRCUMSTANCES OR MATTERS 

REGARDING THE PROPERTY. 

 

The City and Developer agree that the provisions of this Section 3.9 shall survive the closing of the 

transaction contemplated by this Agreement. 

 

ARTICLE IV. 

CONSTRUCTION OF MINIMUM IMPROVEMENTS 

Section 4.1.  Construction of Minimum Improvements.  The Developer agrees that it will construct 

or cause construction of the Minimum Improvements on the Property in substantial compliance with 

the Construction Plans.  Developer and Tenant agree they will operate, maintain, preserve and keep the 

respective components of the Minimum Improvements or cause such components to be operated, 

maintained, preserved and kept with the appurtenances and every part and parcel thereof, in good 

repair and condition, subject to ordinary wear and tear and damage by casualty.  

 

Section 4.2.  Construction Plans.  

 

(a) Within 60 days of the date of this Agreement, the Developer shall submit to the City a 

site plan for the Property (“Site Plan”), together with the Construction Plans for the Minimum 

Improvements.  The Construction Plans shall provide for the construction of the Minimum 

Improvements and shall be in conformity with this Agreement, the Site Plan, and all applicable state 

and local laws and regulations.  The City shall approve the Construction Plans in writing if, in the 

reasonable discretion of the City: (i) the Construction Plans conform to the terms and conditions of this 

Agreement; (ii) the Construction Plans conform to all applicable federal, state and local law, 

ordinances, rules and regulations; (iii) the Construction Plans are reasonably adequate to provide for 

the construction of the subject Minimum Improvements; and (iv) no Event of Default has occurred and 

is continuing.  No approval by the City under this Section 4.2 shall relieve the Developer of the 

obligation to comply with the terms of this Agreement, applicable federal, state and local laws, 

ordinances, rules and regulations, or to construct the Minimum Improvements.  No approval by the 
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City shall constitute a waiver of an Event of Default.  The City shall review the Construction Plans 

within sixty (60) days of submission of a complete set of Construction Plans and either approve the 

same or provide Developer with a list of specific required changes to be made to the Construction 

Plans.  Upon making the specific changes to the Construction Plans as required by the City, the 

Developer shall submit the Construction Plans with the required changes to the City for its approval 

and if Developer made the required changes, the Construction Plans shall be approved. 

 

 (b) If the Developer or Tenant, as the case may be, desires to make any material change in 

the Construction Plans or any component thereof after their approval by the City, the Developer shall 

submit the proposed change to the City for approval.  For purposes of this Agreement, a “material” 

change in the Construction Plans shall be any change that reduces the value of the Minimum 

Improvements by more than ten percent (10%), changes the exterior appearance of the Minimum 

Improvements (except painting or any other cosmetic, decorative, or miscellaneous changes), or 

changes the general nature or use of the Minimum Improvements.  Any requested change in the 

Construction Plans shall, in any event, be deemed approved by the City unless rejected, in whole or in 

part, by written notice by the City to the Developer, setting forth in detail the reasons therefor.  Such 

rejection shall be made within ten (10) business days after receipt by the City of a written request for 

the change, which request shall include the proposed change in the Construction Plans and a written 

narrative explaining the purpose and details of the change.  The City’s approval shall not be 

unreasonably withheld, conditioned or delayed and the City will not act in an arbitrary and capricious 

manner with respect to the approval thereof.  Said approval shall constitute a conclusive determination 

that the Construction Plans (and the Minimum Improvements, constructed in accordance with said 

plans) comply to the City’s satisfaction with the provisions of this Agreement relating thereto.  

Notwithstanding the foregoing, in the event the City rejects any Construction Plans or any changes, 

modifications, or adjustments thereto, the Developer may, in its sole discretion, elect to terminate this 

Agreement by a written notice to the City and Tenant, in which event the parties shall be relieved of 

their obligations under the terms of this Agreement. No approval of a change by the City under this 

subsection shall relieve the Developer of its obligation to obtain the approval of the City if such 

approval is necessary. 

 

Section 4.3.  Commencement and Completion of Construction.   

 

 (a) Subject to Unavoidable Delays, the Developer shall commence construction, or cause 

commencement of construction, of the Minimum Improvements on or before June 30, 2026, or on such 

other date as the parties shall agree.  Construction is considered to be commenced upon the beginning 

of physical improvement to the Property, including grading, excavation or other physical site 

preparation work.   

 

 (b) Subject to Unavoidable Delays, the Minimum Improvements must be substantially 

completed by May 28, 2027, or on such other date as the parties shall agree.     

 

 (c) All work with respect to the Minimum Improvements to be constructed or provided by 

the Developer on the Property shall be in substantial compliance with the Construction Plans. 

 

 (d) Until construction of the Minimum Improvements has been substantially completed, the 

Developer or Tenant shall make construction progress reports, at such times and in such detail as may 
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reasonably be requested by the City, but not more than once a month, as to the actual progress of the 

Developer with respect to such construction. 

 

Section 4.4.  Certificate of Completion.   

 

 (a) Notwithstanding any provision contained in this Agreement to the Contrary, the City will 

furnish the Developer with a Certificate of Completion in the form attached hereto as Exhibit “D” promptly 

upon compliance with: (1) all terms of the Business Subsidy Agreement and (2) the completion of the 

Minimum Improvements in accordance with those provisions of the Agreement relating to the obligations 

of the Developer to construct the Minimum Improvements.  Such Certificate of Completion by the City 

shall be furnished to Developer within thirty (30) days after request by Developer, shall be in recordable 

form, and shall be a conclusive determination that: (1) Developer has satisfied the terms of this Agreement 

and (2) all agreements and covenants in the Agreement with respect to the obligations of the Developer, and 

its successors and assigns, to construct the Minimum Improvements and comply with the Business Subsidy 

Agreement are terminated in their entirety. 

 

 (b) If the City shall refuse or fail to provide the Certificate of Completion in accordance with 

the provisions of this Section 4.4 of this Agreement, the City shall, within thirty (30) days after written 

request by Developer for the Certificate of Completion, provide the Developer with a written statement, 

indicating in adequate detail in what respects the Developer has failed to complete the Minimum 

Improvements in accordance with the provisions of the Agreement, or is otherwise in default, and what 

measures or acts it will be necessary, in the opinion of the City, for the Developer to take or perform in 

order to obtain such Certificate of Completion. 

 

 (c) The construction of the Minimum Improvements shall be deemed to be completed when the 

Minimum Improvements are, as reasonably determined by the City, substantially completed in accordance 

with the Construction Plans and when a certificate of occupancy is issued for the Minimum Improvements. 

 

ARTICLE V. 

REAL PROPERTY TAXES AND SPECIAL ASSESSMENTS 

 

On or prior to the Closing Date, (a) the City shall pay all levied special assessments against the 

Property which are due and payable for all years prior to the year of the Closing Date, if any, and (b) 

the Developer shall assume all pending and levied special assessments as of the Closing Date and 

thereafter.  Real estate taxes due and payable in the year of Closing shall be prorated between City and 

Developer on the basis of the number of days in the calendar year of Closing before the Closing Date 

(as to City) and on and after the Closing Date (as to Developer).  Developer shall pay all real estate 

taxes and pending and levied special assessments due and payable in the year following Closing and 

thereafter.  The City warrants that other than the pending or levied assessments of record, the City has 

no knowledge of any pending special assessments or actions by the City which would result in any 

special assessments (e.g. preparation of plans and specifications for street or utility improvements 

serving the Property within the meaning of Minnesota Statutes § 429.031, except as otherwise 

requested or agreed to by Developer in connection with the platting process for the Property.  The 

Developer shall be responsible for all other assessments levied after Closing. 
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ARTICLE VI. 

BUSINESS SUBSIDY AGREEMENT 

 

 Section 6.1.  Assistance.   It is the intention of the Parties that, as a necessary inducement to 

Developer to commence and complete the construction of the Minimum Improvements, the City shall 

contribute not more than $258,926.00 as the business subsidy.  The form of the business subsidy which 

shall be provided for Developer by the City is the conveyance of the Property to Developer through a 

forgivable loan for a portion of the Purchase Price for the Property. 

 

 Section 6.2.  Business Subsidy. In order to satisfy the provisions of Minnesota Statutes, 

Sections 116J.993 to 116J.995 (the “Business Subsidies Act”), the Developer and Tenant acknowledge 

and agrees that the amount of the “Business Subsidy” granted to the Developer under this Agreement 

is $258,926.00 and that this Business Subsidy is needed because the Project is not sufficiently feasible 

for the Developer to undertake without the Business Subsidy.  The public purpose of the Business 

Subsidy is to create new jobs in the City, to enhance the tax base, and to fulfill a need in the City for 

childcare services.  The Tenant agrees that it will meet the following goals (the “Goals”):  it will create 

at least 40 full-time equivalent positions within twenty four (24) months from the date of issuance of a 

certificate of occupancy for the Minimum Improvements at an hourly wage of at least $16.76 per hour, 

exclusive of benefits.   

 Section 6.3.  Repayment.  If the Goals established in the Business Subsidy Agreement are not 

met, Developer shall pay the City the sums required pursuant to the terms of the Promissory Note 

(“Financial Obligation”), accruing from and after the Benefit Date.  If the Goals are met in part, the 

Developer will repay a portion of the Business Subsidy plus Interest in accordance with the terms of 

this Agreement and the Promissory Note.   

 

Section 6.4.  Reports.  The Tenant agrees to (i) report its progress on achieving the Goals to 

the City until the Goals are met, or the Business Subsidy is repaid, whichever occurs earlier in 

accordance with Minn. Stat. Section 116J.994, subd. 7; (ii) include in the report the information 

required on forms developed by the Minnesota Department of Employment and Economic 

Development; and (iii) send the completed reports to the City.  The Tenant agrees to file these reports 

no later than March 1 of each year and within thirty days after the deadline for meeting the Goals.  The 

City agrees that if it does not receive the reports, it will mail the Developer and Tenant a warning 

within one week of the required filing date.  If within fourteen (14) days of the post marked date of the 

warning letter the reports are not made, the Tenant agrees to pay to the City a penalty of $100.00 for 

each subsequent day until the report is filed up to a maximum of $1,000 pursuant to Minn. Stat. 

Section 116J.994, subd. 7(d). 

 

Section 6.5.  Operation.  The Tenant agrees to continue operations of the daycare facility on 

the Property for at least five (5) years after the Benefit Date.  

 

Section 6.6 Requirements. The following requirements are required by the Business 

Subsidy Act: 

   

(a) The financial assistance is being provided for the public purposes of increasing 

employment within the City and developing property that is currently vacant and underutilized.  The 
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Financial Assistance is necessary to offset the high costs associated with the acquisition of the Property 

and preparing the Property for development.  Also, absent the financial assistance, the proposed 

development would not occur, and jobs would not be created. 

 

(b) There are no other state or local government agencies providing financial assistance for 

the Project other than the City, except as follows: 

 

(i) City of Monticello Economic Development Authority - $250,000 loan for 

equipment. 

  

(c) The Developer and Tenant certify that they do not have a parent company. 

  

 

Section 6.7. Default Defined.   It shall be a default under this Agreement if, after written 

notice to the Developer and Tenant of the default, either the Developer or Tenant fail to comply with 

the terms or provisions of Article IV or this Article, and fail to cure such failure to the reasonable 

satisfaction of the City within thirty (30) days after written notice to the Developer and Tenant of the 

default, or other reasonable period of time approved by the City, but only if the default has not been 

cured within thirty (30) days or other time period provided by the City.  

 

Section 6.8.  Remedies on Default.  The parties agree that the subsidy is a forgivable loan, 

repayable only if the Developer and Tenant fail to fulfill the obligations under Sections 4.3 or 6.2 of 

this Agreement.  Upon the occurrence of a failure to construct the Minimum Improvements under 

Section 4.3, create jobs as required by Section 6.2 hereof or a failure to continue operations as required 

by Section 6.5 hereof, Developer shall pay to the City upon written demand from the City a “pro rata 

share” of the subsidy and interest on the subsidy at the rate provided under Minn. Stat. 116J.994, subd. 

6, accrued from the Benefit Date.  The term “pro rata share” means percentages calculated as follows: 

 

(a) if the failure relates to the number of jobs, the jobs required less the jobs created, 

divided by the jobs required; 

 

(b) if the failure relates to wages, the number of jobs required less the number of jobs that 

meet the required wages, divided by the number of jobs required;  

 

(c) if the failure relates to a failure to continue operations of the Minimum Improvements 

for the purposes described in this Agreement in accordance with Section 6.5 hereof, sixty (60) less the 

number of months of operation (where any month in which the Minimum Improvements are in 

operation for at least fifteen (15) days constitutes a month of operation), commencing on the Benefit 

Date and ending with the date operation is ceased, as reasonably determined by the City, divided by 

sixty (60); and 

 

(d) if more than one of clauses (a) through (c) apply, the average of the applicable 

percentages, not to exceed one hundred percent (100%). 

 

Section 6.9.  Costs of Enforcement.  Whenever any default occurs under this Agreement and 

it becomes reasonably necessary for the City to employ outside attorneys or incur other reasonable 
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expenses for the collection of payments due or for the enforcement of performance or observance of 

any obligation or agreement on the part of the Developer and Tenant under this Agreement, the 

Developer and Tenant shall be liable to the City for the reasonable fees of such attorneys and such 

other expenses so incurred by the City; provided, that the Developer and Tenant shall only be obligated 

to make such reimbursement if the City prevails in such collection or enforcement action. 

 

ARTICLE VII. 

OTHER FINANCING; PROHIBITIONS AGAINST ASSIGNMENT AND TRANSFER 

 

Section 7.1. City’s Option to Cure Default on Mortgage. In the event that any portion of the 

Developer’s funds is provided through mortgage financing, and there occurs a default under any 

Mortgage reviewed by the City pursuant to Article VII of this Agreement, the Developer shall cause 

the City to receive copies of any notice of default received by the Developer from the holder of such 

Mortgage. Thereafter, the City shall have the right, but not the obligation, to cure any such default on 

behalf of the Developer within such cure periods as are available to the Developer under the Mortgage 

documents, to the extent the Mortgage documents permit the City to cure such default. 

 

Section 7.2. Modification; Subordination. If required by the Developer’s construction lender, 

the City agrees to subordinate this Agreement to the construction mortgage to provide that mortgage 

with a first lien priority, in a form reasonably acceptable to the City and approved by the City by 

formal action. 

 

Section 7.3.  Representation as to Development.  Developer represents and agrees that its 

purchase of the Property and its other undertakings pursuant to this Agreement, are, and will be used, 

for the purpose of development of the Property and not for speculation in land holding. 

 

Section 7.4.  Prohibition Against Developer’s Transfer of Property and Assignment of 

Agreement.  Developer represents and agrees that prior to issuance of a Certificate of Completion for 

the Minimum Improvements: 

 

(a) Developer has not made or created and will not make or create or suffer to be made or 

created any total or partial sale, assignment, conveyance, or lease, or any trust or power, or transfer in 

any other mode or form of or with respect to this Agreement or the Property, or any contract or 

agreement to do any of the same, to any person or entity (collectively, a “Transfer”), without the prior 

written approval of the City.  The parties agree that the term “Transfer” does not include (i) 

encumbrances made or granted by way of security for, and only for, the purpose of obtaining 

construction, interim or permanent financing necessary to enable the Developer to construct the 

Minimum Improvements, (ii) any lease, license, easement or similar arrangement entered into in the 

ordinary course of business related to operation of the Minimum Improvements, including, but not 

limited to, leasing of the Minimum Improvements to Tenant, or (iii) and conveyance of membership 

interest or change in the equity owners of Developer.  Any such Transfer is subject to the provisions of 

this Section.  It is expressly understood that any lease between the Developer and the Tenant does not 

constitute a transfer for purposes of this Agreement. 

 

(b) In the event Developer, upon Transfer of the Property or any portion thereof before 

issuance of the final Certificate of Completion, seeks to be released from its obligations under this 
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Agreement as to the Property or portion thereof that is transferred, the City shall be entitled to require, 

except as otherwise provided in this Agreement, as conditions to any such release, that: 

 

(i) Any proposed transferee shall have the qualifications and financial responsibility, in the 

reasonable judgment of the City, necessary and adequate to fulfill the obligations undertaken in this 

Agreement by the Developer as to the portion of the Property to be transferred. 

 

(ii) Any proposed transferee, by instrument in writing satisfactory to the City and in form 

recordable in the public land records of Wright County, Minnesota shall, for itself and its successors 

and assigns, and expressly for the benefit of the City, have expressly assumed all of the obligations of 

the Developer under this Agreement as to the portion of the Property to be transferred and agreed to be 

subject to all the conditions and restrictions to which the Developer is subject as to such portion; 

provided, however, that the fact that any transferee of, or any other successor in interest whatsoever to, 

the Property, or any part thereof, shall not, for whatever reason, have assumed such obligations or so 

agreed and shall not (unless and only to the extent otherwise specifically provided in this Agreement or 

agreed to in writing by the City) deprive the City of any rights or remedies or controls with respect to 

the Property, the Minimum Improvements or any part thereof or the construction of the Minimum 

Improvements, it being the intent of the parties as expressed in this Agreement that (to the fullest 

extent permitted at law and in equity and excepting only in the manner and to the extent specifically 

provided otherwise in this Agreement) no transfer of, or change with respect to, ownership in the 

Property or any part thereof, or any interest therein, however consummated or occurring, and whether 

voluntary or involuntary, shall operate, legally, or practically, to deprive or limit the City of or with 

respect to any rights or remedies on controls provided in or resulting from this Agreement with respect 

to the Property that the City would have had, had there been no such transfer or change.  In the absence 

of specific written agreement by the City to the contrary, no such transfer or approval by the City 

thereof shall be deemed to relieve the Developer or any other party bound in any way by this 

Agreement or otherwise with respect to the Property, from any of its obligations with respect thereto. 

 

(iii) Any and all instruments and other legal documents involved in effecting the Transfer of 

any interest in this Agreement or the Property governed by this Article VII, shall be in a form 

reasonably satisfactory to the City. 

 

In the event the foregoing conditions are satisfied then the Developer shall be released from its 

obligation under this Agreement, as to the portion of the Property that is transferred, assigned or 

otherwise conveyed. 

 

ARTICLE VIII. 

EVENTS OF DEFAULT 

 

 Section 8.1 Events of Default Defined.  The following shall be  “Events of Default” under this 

Agreement, and the term  “Event of Default” shall mean, whenever it is used in this Agreement (unless the 

context provides otherwise), any one or more of the following events: 

 

(a) Failure by the Developer or Tenant to pay or caused to be paid when due any payments required to 

be paid under this Agreement or to pay when due ad valorem taxes on the Property which are Developer ’s 

obligations under this Agreement. 
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(b) Failure by the Developer to commence, diligently pursue, and complete construction of the 

Minimum Improvements, or portions thereof, pursuant to the terms, conditions, and limitations of this 

Agreement. 

 

(c) Failure by Developer or Tenant to observe or perform any other covenant, condition, obligation, or 

agreement on its part to be observed or performed under this Agreement. 

 

(d) The Developer does any of the following prior to completion of construction of the Minimum 

Improvements:  (i) files any petition in bankruptcy or for any reorganization, arrangement, composition, 

readjustment, liquidation, dissolution, or similar relief under United States Bankruptcy Laws or any 

similar federal or state laws; or (ii) make an assignment for the benefit of its creditors; or (iii) admit, in 

writing, its inability to pay its debts generally as they become due; or (iv) be adjudicated, bankrupt or 

insolvent. 

 

(e) If any warranty or representation by the Developer or Tenant in this Agreement is untrue in any 

material respect. 

 

(f) Failure by the City to observe or perform any covenant, condition, obligation or agreement on its 

part to be observed or performed hereunder. 

 

 Section 8.2 City’s Remedies on Default.  Whenever any Event of Default by the Developer 

referred to in Section 8.1 of this Agreement occurs, the City may take any one or more of the following 

actions, and unless otherwise provided such actions may be taken only after providing thirty (30) days 

written notice to the Developer of the Event of Default and the Event of Default has not been cured within 

said thirty (30) days or, if the Event of Default is by its nature incurable within thirty (30) days, the 

Developer does not provide assurances to the City reasonably satisfactory to the City that the Event of 

Default will be cured and will be cured as soon as reasonably possible: 

 

(a) Suspend its performance under the Agreement until it receives assurances from the Developer, 

deemed adequate by the City, that the Developer will cure its default and continue its performance under 

the Agreement; or 

 

(b) Terminate this Agreement; or 

 

(c) Take whatever action, including legal, equitable or administrative action, which may appear 

necessary or desirable to the City to collect any payments due or damages arising under this Agreement or 

to enforce performance and observance of any obligation, agreement, or covenant of the Developer under 

this Agreement; or 

 

(d) Notwithstanding anything to the contrary herein, in the case of defaults by Developer or the 

Tenant described in Sections 4.3, 6.2 and 6.5, the City has the additional remedies specified under Article 

VI. 

 

Section 8.3 Revesting Title in City upon Happening of Event Subsequent to Conveyance 

to Developer.  In the event that subsequent to the execution and delivery of the Deed the Developer shall 
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fail to complete construction of the Minimum Improvements in conformity with this Agreement and such 

failure shall not be cured within ninety (90) days after written notice to do so, or within a reasonable 

amount of time thereafter if Developer is diligently proceeding with the construction of the Minimum 

Improvements or such delay is caused by Unavoidable Delays, then the City shall have the right to 

immediately reenter and take possession of the Property and to terminate (and revest in the City) the estate 

conveyed by the Deed to the Developer, it being the intent of this provision, together with other provisions 

of the Agreement, that the conveyance of the Property to the Developer shall be made upon, and that the 

Deed shall contain a condition subsequent to the effect that in the event of a default under this Section 8.3, 

the City at their option may declare a termination in favor of the City of the title, and all of the rights and 

interests in and to the property conveyed to the Developer, and that such title and all rights and interests of 

the Developer, and any assigns or successors in interest to and in the Property, shall revert to the City.  

City understand and agree that any such reentry of the Property shall be subject to any superior lender and 

the rights of any tenant pursuant to a written lease agreement with Developer to occupy the Property. 

 

 Section 8.4 No Remedy Exclusive to City.  No remedy conferred upon or reserved to the City 

as provided in this Agreement is intended to be exclusive of any other available remedy or remedies, but 

each and every such remedy shall be cumulative and shall be in addition to every other remedy given 

under this Agreement or now or hereafter existing at law or in equity or by statute.  No delay or omission 

to exercise any right or power accruing upon any default shall impair any such right or power or shall be 

construed to be a waiver of such right or power, but any such right and power may be exercised from time 

to time and as often as may be deemed expedient. 

 

 Section 8.5 Costs of Enforcement; Attorneys’ Fees.  Whenever any Event of Default occurs 

and it becomes reasonably necessary for the City to employ outside attorneys or incur reasonable 

expenses for the collection of payments due or to become due or for the enforcement of performance or 

observance of any obligation or agreement on the part of the Developer under this Agreement, the 

Developer shall be liable to the City for the reasonable fees of such attorneys and such other expenses so 

incurred by the city.  The Developer agrees that it shall, within ten (10) days of written demand by the 

City pay to the City the reasonable fees of such attorneys and such other expenses so incurred by the City; 

provided, that the Developer shall only be obligated to make such reimbursement if the other party 

prevails in such collection or enforcement action. 

 

 Section 8.6 Developer ’s Remedies on Default.  Whenever any Event of Default by City 

referred to in Section 8.1(f) of this Agreement occurs, the Developer may take any one or more of the 

following actions and unless otherwise provided such actions may be taken only after providing thirty (30) 

days written notice to the City of the Event of Default and the Event of Default has not been cured within 

said thirty (30) days or, if the Event of Default is by its nature incurable within thirty (30) days, the City 

does not provide assurances to the Developer reasonably satisfactory to the Developer that the Event of 

Default will be cured and will be cured as soon as reasonably possible: 

 

(a) Up to the Closing: 

 

(i) suspend its performance under the Agreement until it receives assurances from the 

City, deemed adequate by the Developer, that the City will cure their default and 

continue its performance under the Agreement; or  
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(ii) terminate this Agreement; or 

 

(b) Take whatever action, including legal, equitable or administrative action, which may appear 

necessary or desirable to the Developer to collect any damages arising under this Agreement or to enforce 

performance and observance of any obligation, agreement, or covenant of the City under this Agreement. 

 

ARTICLE IX. 

ADDITIONAL PROVISIONS 

 

 Section 9.1.  Equal Employment Opportunity.  The Developer, for itself and its successors and 

assigns, agrees that during the construction of the Minimum Improvements provided for in this Agreement 

it will comply with all applicable federal, state and local equal employment and nondiscrimination laws 

and regulations. 

 

No member of the governing body or other official shall 

participate in any decision relating to the Agreement which affects his personal interest or the interest of 

any corporation, partnership or association in which he is, directly or indirectly, interested.  No member, 

official or employee of the City shall be personally liable to the Developer or any successors in interest, in 

the event of any default or breach by the City or for any amount which may become due to the Developer 

or successor or on any obligations under the terms of the Agreement.

 FOR VALUE RECEIVED, the undersigned, KID’S HAVEN OF MONTICELLO 

HOLDINGS, LLC, a Minnesota limited liability company (“Borrower”), promises to pay to the 

order of the CITY OF MONTICELLO, a Minnesota municipal corporation, or its successors and 

assigns (collectively, the “Lenders”), at Monticello City Hall, Walnut Street #1, Monticello, MN 

55362, or at such other place as the holders of this Note (“Note”) may require, the principal sum of 

Two Hundred Fifty-Eight Thousand Nine Hundred Twenty-Six and No/100 Dollars ($258,926.00), as 

required under the terms of the Contract for Private Development between the Borrower and the 

Lenders, dated ______________, 2026 (“Contract for Private Development”).  Principal payable under 

this Note shall be paid as follows:   

 

 The outstanding principal, together with interest on the unpaid principal balance from the date 

hereof, shall be due in cash or certified funds on such date that is sixty (60) months following the 

Benefit Date, as defined in the Contract for Private Development; provided, however, that 

notwithstanding the foregoing, the principal balance and interest accrued thereon pursuant to this Note 

shall be adjusted and reduced to zero and 00/100 Dollars ($0.00) if Borrower, directly or indirectly: (a) 

substantially completes the Minimum Improvements in accordance with Article IV of the Contract for 

Private Development; (b) meets the Goals identified in the Section 6.2 of the Contract for Private 

Development; and (c) maintains a use of the Property as a licensed child care facility for the duration 

required under Section 6.5 of the Contract for Private Development.  Upon compliance with the 

foregoing by Borrower, Lender shall promptly execute and record a satisfaction of the Mortgage (as 

defined below).   

  

 The principal balance and interest thereon shall be payable in coin or currency which at the 

time of payment is legal tender for the payment of public or private debts in the United States of 

America.  This Promissory Note may be prepaid in full or in part at any time, but Lender 

acknowledges and agrees that Borrower is under no obligation to make any payments pursuant to this 

Note during the term hereof. 

 

 The interest rate (termed “Note Rate”) shall be set at the minimum rate authorized under 

Minnesota Statutes § 116J.994, subd. 6, which shall be applied to any and all amounts of principal 

advanced pursuant to the terms of this Note remaining unpaid from time to time.  Per Diem interest 

during the Loan Term shall be computed on the basis of a three hundred sixty (360) day year but shall 

be payable on the actual days elapsed during the term of this Note. 

 

 All payments made under this Note shall be applied first to costs, second to any late charges 

due hereunder, then interest, and finally to principal, except that if any advances made by the Lender 
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due to the occurrence of an Event of Default are not repaid on demand, any moneys received, at the 

option of the Lender, may first be applied to repay such advances, plus interest thereon at the Note 

Rate, and the balance, if any, shall be applied on account of any principal and/or interest then due. 

 This Note is secured by a Mortgage of even date herewith (the “Mortgage”) by which  the fee 

owner of the Property to be developed, as defined and set forth in the Contract for Private 

Development, have granted to the Lender a mortgage lien on certain real property located in Wright 

County, Minnesota (the “Property”).  The terms of the Mortgage are incorporated herein by reference 

and made a part hereof. 

Borrower shall be in default upon the occurrence of any of the following events, circumstances 

or conditions (“Events of Default”): 

 

A. Failure by any party obligated on this Note or any other obligations Borrower has with 

the Lender to make payment when due and beyond any applicable cure period; or 

 

B. Failure to comply with all provisions related to construction of the Minimum 

Improvements under Article IV of the Contract for Private Development or the financial 

assistance requirements contained in Article VI of the Contract for Private 

Development; or 

 

C. The dissolution or insolvency of, the appointment of a receiver by or on behalf of, the 

assignment for the benefit of creditors by or on behalf of, the voluntary or involuntary 

termination of existence by, or the commencement of any proceeding under any present 

or future federal or state insolvency, bankruptcy, reorganization, composition or debtor 

relief law by or against Borrower, or any co-signer, endorser or surety of this Note. 

 

It is agreed that time is of the essence in performance of this Note.  Notwithstanding any 

provision contained in the Note, the Lender agrees to provide written notice to the Borrower of any 

default by Borrower under the Note.  The Borrower shall have an opportunity to cure such default for a 

period of thirty (30) days following receipt of such notice.  The Lender agrees not to take any action 

until the expiration of the thirty (30) day period.  In the event Borrower fails to cure any defaults under 

the Note within thirty (30) days of the notice of a default, then, at the Lender’s option, all or any part of 

this Note shall be immediately due and payable without notice or demand.  The Lender may exercise 

all rights and remedies provided by law, equity, this Note, any mortgage, deed of trust or similar 

instrument and any other security, loan or surety agreements pertaining to this Note.  The Lender is 

entitled to all rights and remedies provided at law or equity whether or not expressly stated in this 

Note.  By choosing any remedy, the Lender does not waive its right to an immediate use of any other 

remedy if the Event of Default continues or occurs again. 

 

 The remedies of the Lender, as provided herein and in the Mortgage shall be cumulative and 

concurrent and may be pursued singularly, successively, or together at the sole discretion of the Lender 

and may be exercised as often as the occasion therefore shall arise. 

 

 Upon the occurrence of an Event of Default, the Lenders may recover from Borrower all 

reasonable expenses of collection in realizing on any security interest, and if the same is referred to an 

attorney for collection or any action at law or in equity is brought with respect hereto, Borrower shall 

pay the Lenders all reasonable expenses and costs of collection, including but not limited to reasonable 
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attorneys  ’fees and court costs.  Any such fees and costs shall be added to the principal, and interest 

shall accrue thereon at the Note Rate and shall be secured by the Collateral (as hereinafter defined). 

 

Regarding this Note, to the extent not prohibited by law, Borrower and any other signers: 

 

A. Waive protest, presentment for payment, notice of intent to accelerate and notice of 

dishonor. 

 

B. Consent to any renewals and extensions for payment on this Note, regardless of the 

number of such renewals or extensions. 

 

C. Consent to the release, substitution or impairment of any Collateral (as hereinafter 

defined). 

 

D. Consent that Borrower is authorized to modify the terms of this Note or any instrument 

securing or relating to this Note. 

 

E. Consent to any and all sales, repurchases and participations of this Note to any person in 

any amounts and waive notice of such sales, repurchases or participations of this Note. 

 

 All agreements between the Lender and Borrower are hereby expressly limited so that in no 

contingency or event whatsoever, by reason of acceleration of maturity of the indebtedness evidenced 

hereby or otherwise, shall the amount paid or agreed to be paid to the Lender for the use, forbearance, 

loaning or detention of the indebtedness evidenced hereby exceed the maximum permissible under 

applicable law.  If from any circumstances whatsoever, fulfillment of any provisions hereof or of the 

Mortgage shall involve transcending the limit of validity prescribed by law, then the obligation to be 

fulfilled shall automatically be reduced to the limit of such validity and if from any circumstances the 

Lender should ever receive as interest an amount which would exceed the highest lawful rate, such 

amount which would be in excess of such highest lawful rate shall be applied to the reduction of the 

principal balance evidenced hereby and not to the payment of interest or returned to Borrower, at the 

option of the Lender.  This provision shall control every other provision of all agreements between 

Borrower and the Lender and shall also be binding upon and available to any subsequent holder or 

endorsee of this Note. 

 

 The Lender is under no duty to preserve or protect any Collateral, as hereinafter defined, until 

the Lender is in actual or constructive possession of the Collateral.  For purposes of this paragraph, the 

City shall only be considered to be in “actual” possession of the Collateral when the Lender has 

physical, immediate and exclusive control over the Collateral and has affirmatively accepted such 

control.  The Lender shall only be considered to be in “constructive” possession of the Collateral when 

the Lender has both the power and the intent to exercise control over the Collateral. 

 

 This Note is secured by the following type(s) (or items) of real property and/or personal 

property (“Collateral”): the real property and improvements described in the Mortgage. 

 

 Borrower represents and warrants to the Lender that the Loan is for business purposes.
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 Borrower shall maintain property insurance covering the Collateral that secures this Loan until 

such time as the Loan is paid in full.  Borrower may obtain the property insurance from any reputable 

insurance company of Borrower’s choice that is reasonably acceptable to the Lender. 

 

 GENERAL PROVISIONS.

 E. FURTHER ASSURANCES.  Borrower agrees, upon the Lender’s  request and 

within a reasonable time period, to provide any information, and to execute, 

acknowledge, deliver and record or file such further instruments or documents as the 

Lender may reasonably require to secure this Note or confirm any lien. 

 

 F. GOVERNING LAW.  This Note shall be governed by the laws of the State of 

Minnesota, provided that such laws are not otherwise preempted by federal laws and 

regulations.

A. Real Property.  All the tracts or parcels of real property lying and being in the County of 

Wright, State of Minnesota, all as more fully described in Exhibit A attached hereto and made a part 

hereof, together with all the estates and rights in and to the real property and in and to lands lying in 

streets, alleys and roads adjoining the real property and all buildings, structures, improvements, 

fixtures and annexations, access rights, easements, rights of way or use, servitudes, licenses, 

tenements, hereditaments and appurtenances now or hereafter belonging or pertaining to the real 

property (“Real Property”) subject to encumbrances of record as of the date hereof or hereafter 

consented to in writing by Mortgagee (the “Permitted Encumbrances”).

herein by reference and made a part hereof, together with any extensions or renewals thereof, the 

balance of said principal sum being due and payable in full on _________________________, unless 

due earlier according to the terms of the Note, and (B) shall repay to the Mortgagee, its successors or 

assigns, at the times demanded and with interest thereon at the same rate specified in the Note, all sums 

advanced in protecting the lien of this Mortgage, in payment of taxes and special assessments on the 

Property, in payment of insurance premiums covering improvements thereon, in payment of principal 

and interest on prior liens, in payment of expenses and attorneys   ’fees herein provided for and all sums 
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advanced for any other purpose authorized herein (the Note and all such sums, together with interest 

thereon, being collectively referred to as the “Indebtedness Secured Hereby”), and shall keep and 

perform all of the covenants and agreements in the Note, the Contract for Private Development, 

between Mortgagor and Mortgagee dated ____________, 202___, to which this Mortgage is attached 

as an Exhibit (“Contract for Private Development”), as amended, and herein contained, then this 

Mortgage shall become null and void and shall be released at Mortgagor’s expense. 

 

AND IT IS FURTHER COVENANTED AND AGREED AS FOLLOWS: 

 

ARTICLE ONE 

GENERAL COVENANTS, AGREEMENTS, WARRANTIES 

 

SECTION 1.1: Payment of Indebtedness / Observance of Covenants.  Mortgagor will duly and 

punctually pay or cause to be paid each and every installment of principal on the Note and all other 

Indebtedness Secured Hereby, as and when the same shall become due, and shall duly and punctually 

perform and observe all of the covenants, agreements and provisions contained herein, in the Note, and 

any other instrument given as security for the payment of the Note. 

 

SECTION 1.2: Maintenance; Repairs.  Mortgagor agrees that it will keep and maintain the Property 

in good repair and operating condition, free from any waste or misuse, and will comply with all 

requirements of law, municipal ordinances and regulations, restrictions and covenants affecting the 

Property and its use.  Except for the improvements contemplated in the Contract for Private 

Development, Mortgagor agrees that without the prior consent of the Mortgagee it will not expand any 

improvements on the Property erect any new improvements or make any material alterations in any 

improvements which will affect the market value of the Property, and will complete within a 

reasonable time any buildings now or at any time in the process of erection on the Property.  

Mortgagor agrees not to acquiesce in any rezoning classification, modification or restriction affecting 

the Property.  Mortgagor will not use or occupy the Property in any manner that violates any applicable 

laws, rules, regulations or orders with respect to the Property including but not limited to the 

Americans with Disabilities Act. 

 

SECTION 1.3: Payment of Operating Costs, Liens and Levies.  Subject to the obligations of any 

tenants under leases for the Property, Mortgagor agrees that it will pay all operating costs and expenses 

of the Property, keep the Property free from mechanic’s, materialmen’s and other liens, keep the 

Property free from levy, execution or attachment, and upon request will exhibit to Mortgagee 

satisfactory evidence of such payment and discharge. 

 

SECTION 1.4: Payment of Impositions.  Mortgagor will pay when due and before any penalty all 

taxes, assessments, water charges, sewer charges and other fees, taxes, charges and assessments of 

every kind and nature whatsoever assessed or charged against or constituting a lien on the Property or 

any interest therein, or the Indebtedness Secured Hereby (“Impositions”), and will upon demand 

furnish to the Mortgagee proof of the payment of any such Impositions.  However, nothing contained 

herein shall prevent or limit Mortgagor’s right to contest the taxes, assessments, water charges, sewer 

charges or other fees, taxes, charges and assessments against the Property or to seek incentives related 

to the same.  In the event of a court decree or an enactment after the date hereof by any legislative 

authority of any law imposing upon a mortgagee the payment of the whole or any part of the 

Impositions herein required to be paid by the Mortgagor, or changing in any way the laws relating to 
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the taxation of mortgages or debts secured by mortgages or a mortgagee’s interest in mortgaged 

property, so as to impose such Imposition on the Mortgagee or on the interest of the Mortgagee in the 

Property, then, in any such event, Mortgagor shall bear and pay the full amount of such Imposition, 

provided that if for any reason payment by Mortgagor of any such Imposition would be unlawful, or if 

the payment thereof would constitute usury or render the Indebtedness Secured Hereby wholly or 

partially usurious, Mortgagee, at their option, may declare the whole sum secured by this Mortgage 

with interest thereon to be immediately due and payable, without prepayment premium, or Mortgagee, 

at their option, may pay that amount or portion of such Imposition as renders the Indebtedness Secured 

Hereby unlawful or usurious, in which event Mortgagor shall concurrently therewith pay the remaining 

lawful and nonusurious portion or balance of said Imposition. 

 

SECTION 1.5: Contest of Impositions, Liens and Levies.  Mortgagor shall not be required to pay, 

discharge or remove any Imposition, or any lien or levy (“Lien or Levy”) so long as the Mortgagor 

shall in good faith contest the same or the validity thereof by appropriate legal proceedings which shall 

operate to prevent the collection of the Levy, Lien or Imposition so contested and the sale of the 

Property, or any part thereof to satisfy the same, provided that the Mortgagor shall, prior to the date 

such Levy, Lien or Imposition is due and payable, have given such reasonable security as may be 

demanded by the Mortgagee to insure such payments and prevent any sale or forfeiture of the Property 

by reason of such nonpayment.  Any such contest shall be prosecuted with due diligence and the 

Mortgagor shall promptly after final determination thereof pay the amount of any such Levy, Lien or 

Imposition so determined, together with all interest and penalties, which may be payable in connection 

therewith.  Notwithstanding the provisions of this Section, Mortgagor shall (and if Mortgagor shall fail 

so to do, Mortgagee may but shall not be required to) pay any such Levy, Lien or Imposition 

notwithstanding such contest if in the reasonable opinion of the Mortgagee the Property shall be in 

jeopardy or in danger of being forfeited or foreclosed. 

 

SECTION 1.6: Protection of Security.  Mortgagor agrees to promptly notify Mortgagee of and 

appear in and defend any suit, action or proceeding that materially affects the value of the Property, the 

Indebtedness Secured Hereby or the rights or interest of Mortgagee hereunder, unless such action was 

commenced by Mortgagee in which case no notice to Mortgagee is necessary.  The Mortgagee may 

elect to appear in or defend any such action or proceeding and, except in the case of an action 

commenced by Mortgagee, Mortgagor agrees to indemnify and reimburse Mortgagee from any and all 

loss, damage, expense or cost arising out of or incurred in connection with any such suit, action or 

proceeding, including costs of evidence of title and reasonable attorneys' fees. 

 

SECTION 1.7: Additional Assurances.  Mortgagor agrees upon reasonable request by the Mortgagee 

to execute and deliver such further instruments and will do such further acts as may be necessary or 

proper to carry out more effectively the purposes of this Mortgage and, without limiting the foregoing, 

to make subject to the lien hereof any property agreed to be subjected hereto or covered by the granting 

clause hereof, or intended so to be.  Mortgagor agrees to pay any recording fees, filing fees, stamp 

taxes or other charges arising out of or incident to the filing or recording of the Mortgage, such further 

assurances and instruments and the issuance and delivery of the Note. 

 

SECTION 1.8: Subordination of this Mortgage.  Notwithstanding anything contained herein to the 

contrary, upon written request by Mortgagor, the Mortgagee shall subordinate their rights and interest 

in the Property, the Minimum Improvements, the Note, and this Mortgage to the lien or mortgage of a 

first mortgagee, construction lender, the Small Business Administration, and their respective affiliated 
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lenders, agencies and participants, on a form approved by the lender and the Mortgagee, which 

approval shall not be unreasonably withheld, conditioned or delayed. 

 

SECTION 1.9: Maximum Amount.  The maximum amount this Mortgage shall secure shall not be 

more than Two Hundred Fifty-Eight Thousand Nine Hundred Twenty-Six and No/100 Dollars 

($258,926.00) at any time, together with interest and all amounts expended by the Mortgagee to protect 

the Mortgagee ’interest in the Property secured by this Mortgage and to enforce the terms hereof.  

 

ARTICLE TWO 

INSURANCE AND ESCROWS 

 

SECTION 2.1: Insurance.  Mortgagor shall obtain and keep, or cause to be obtained and kept by any 

tenants of the Property, in full force and effect during the term of this Mortgage standard “Builder’s 

Risk” insurance with respect to all construction in progress on the Property and “All-Risk” or  “Fire-

extended coverage - difference in conditions” property insurance against loss by fire, lightning and risk 

customarily covered by standard extended coverage endorsement, including the cost of debris removal, 

all in the amounts of not less than the full insurable value, with agreed amount and full replacement 

cost endorsements, whichever is greater, and Flood Insurance in the maximum obtainable amount 

unless evidence is provided that the Property is not within a flood plain as defined by the Federal 

Insurance Administration.  

 

Such insurance policies shall be written on forms and with insurance companies reasonably 

satisfactory to Mortgagee, shall name as the insured parties the Mortgagor and the Mortgagee as their 

interests may appear, shall be in amounts sufficient to prevent the Mortgagor from becoming a 

coinsurer of any loss thereunder, shall contain endorsements that no act or negligence of Mortgagor or 

any occupant of the Property and no occupancy or use of the Property for purposes more hazardous 

than permitted by the terms of the policy shall affect the validity and enforceability of such insurance 

as against Mortgagee, and shall bear a satisfactory mortgagee clause in favor of the Mortgagee with 

loss proceeds under any such policies to be made payable to the Mortgagee, subject, however, to any 

claims by any first mortgagee lender for the Property.  Mortgagee agrees to make any such loss 

proceeds available to Mortgagor in the event the Parties agree to restore and/or repair the Property.  

Mortgagor shall also obtain and keep in full force and effect during the term of this Mortgage 

comprehensive general public liability insurance covering the legal liability of the Mortgagor against 

claims for bodily injury, death or property damage occurring on, in or about the Property in the amount 

of at least One Million Five Hundred Thousand and No/100 Dollars ($1,500,000.00), which policies 

shall name the Mortgagee as additional insureds.  All required policies of insurance or acceptable 

certificates thereof, together with evidence of the payment of current premiums therefor, shall be 

delivered to the Mortgagee.  The Mortgagor shall, within thirty (30) days prior to the expiration of any 

such policy, deliver other original policies or certificates of the insurer evidencing the renewal of such 

insurance together with evidence of the payment of current premiums therefor.  All policies shall 

specifically provide that the Mortgagee shall receive thirty (30) days prior written notice before 

cancellation of any such policies.  In the event of a foreclosure of this Mortgage or any acquisition of 

the Property by the Mortgagee, all proceeds payable under this policy, whether payable before or after 

a foreclosure sale, or during the period of redemption, if any, shall become the absolute property of the 

Mortgagee to be utilized at its discretion.  In the event of foreclosure or the failure to obtain and keep 

any required insurance, the Mortgagor empowers the Mortgagee to effect insurance upon the Property 

at Mortgagor’s expense and for the benefit of the Mortgagee in the amounts and types aforesaid for a 
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period of time covering the time of redemption from foreclosure sale, and if necessary, to cancel any or 

all existing insurance policies.  Mortgagor agrees to furnish Mortgagee copies of all inspection reports 

and insurance recommendations received by Mortgagor from any insurer. 

 

ARTICLE THREE 

APPLICATION OF INSURANCE AND AWARDS 

 

SECTION 3.1: Damage or Destruction of the Property.  Mortgagor will give the Mortgagee prompt 

notice of any damage to or destruction of the Property.  If the insurance proceeds are sufficient to pay 

all costs of repair and/or restoration, then the Parties will in good faith consider that option.   

 

SECTION 3.2: Condemnation.  Subject to the rights of any first mortgagee lender of the Property to 

which this Mortgage may be subordinated, Mortgagor will give the Mortgagee prompt notice of any 

action, actual or threatened, in condemnation or eminent domain and hereby assigns, transfers and sets 

over to the Mortgagee the entire proceeds of any award or claim for damages for all or any part of the 

Property taken or damaged under the power of eminent domain or condemnation, the Mortgagee being 

hereby authorized to intervene in any such action in the name of the Mortgagor and to collect and 

receive from the condemning authorities and give proper receipts and acquittances for such proceeds to 

the extent such proceeds and claims for damage are not assigned to any first mortgagee lender for the 

Property.  Any expenses incurred by the Mortgagee in intervening in such action or collecting such 

proceeds shall be reimbursed to the Mortgagee first out of the proceeds.  The proceeds or any part 

thereof shall be applied upon or in reduction of the Indebtedness Secured Hereby then most remotely 

to be paid, whether due or not, without the application of any prepayment premium, or to the 

restoration or repair of the Property, the choice of application to be solely at the discretion of 

Mortgagee. 

 

SECTION 3.3: Disbursement of Insurance and Condemnation Proceeds.  Should any insurance or 

condemnation proceeds be applied to the restoration or repair of the Property, the restoration or repair 

shall be done under the supervision of an architect acceptable to Mortgagee and pursuant to plans and 

specifications approved by the Mortgagee.  In such case the insurance or condemnation proceeds shall 

be held by Mortgagee, subject to the rights of any first mortgagee lender for the Property, for such 

purposes and will from time to time be disbursed by Mortgagee to defray the costs of such restoration 

or repair under such safeguards and controls as the Mortgagee may reasonably require to assure 

completion in accordance with the approved plans and specifications and free of liens or claims.  Any 

surplus which may remain after payment of all costs of restoration or repair may at the option of the 

Mortgagee be applied on account of the Indebtedness Secured Hereby then most remotely to be paid, 

whether due or not, without application of any prepayment premium or shall be returned to Mortgagor 

as its interest may appear, the choice of application to be solely at the discretion of Mortgagee. 
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ARTICLE FOUR 

RIGHTS OF MORTGAGEE 

 

SECTION 4.1: Right to Cure Default.  If the Mortgagor shall fail to comply with any of the 

covenants or obligations of this Mortgage, the Mortgagee may, but shall not be obligated to, without 

further demand upon Mortgagor, and without waiving or releasing Mortgagor from any obligation in 

this Mortgage contained, remedy such failure, and the Mortgagor agrees to repay upon demand all 

sums incurred by the Mortgagee in remedying any such failure, together with interest on all such sums 

advanced at a rate equal to that then in effect under the terms of the Note. Mortgagee shall give 

Mortgagor at least thirty (30) days  ’notice of the failure to comply prior to the Mortgagee taking 

remedial action, but Mortgagee’s failure to give any such notice shall have no effect on Mortgagor’s 

obligation to repay Mortgagee for any sums advanced together with interest thereon.  All such sums, 

together with interest as aforesaid, shall become so much additional Indebtedness Secured Hereby, but 

no such advance shall be deemed to relieve the Mortgagor from any failure hereunder. 

 

SECTION 4.2: No Claim Against the Mortgagee.  Nothing contained in this Mortgage shall 

constitute any consent or request by the Mortgagee, express or implied, for the performance of any 

labor or services or for the furnishing of any materials or other property in respect of the Property or 

any part thereof, nor as giving the Mortgagor or any party in interest with Mortgagor any right, power 

or authority to contract for or permit the performance of any labor or services or the furnishing of any 

materials or other property in such fashion as would create any personal liability against the Mortgagee 

in respect thereof or would permit the making of any claim that any lien based on the performance of 

such labor or services or the furnishing of any such materials or other property is prior to the lien of 

this Mortgage. 

 

SECTION 4.3: Inspection.  Upon reasonable prior notice to Mortgagor, Mortgagor will permit the 

Mortgagee’s authorized representatives to enter the Property for the purpose of inspecting the same; 

provided the Mortgagee shall have no duty to make such inspections and shall not incur any liability or 

obligation for making or not making any such inspections. 

 

SECTION 4.4: Waivers; Releases; Resort to Other Security; etc.  Without affecting the liability of 

any party liable for payment of any Indebtedness Secured Hereby or performance of any obligation 

contained herein and without affecting the rights of the Mortgagee with respect to any security not 

expressly released in writing, the Mortgagee may, at any time, and without notice to or the consent of 

the Mortgagor or any party in interest with the Property or the Note (a) release any person liable for 

payment of all or any part of the Indebtedness Secured Hereby or for performance of any obligation 

herein, (b) make any agreement extending the time or otherwise altering the terms of payment of all or 

any part of the Indebtedness Secured Hereby or modifying or waiving any obligation, or subordinating, 

modifying or otherwise dealing with the lien or charge hereof, (c) accept any additional security, (d) 

release or otherwise deal with any property, real or personal, including any or all of the Property, 

including making partial releases of the Property; or (e) resort to any security agreements, pledges, 

contracts of guarantee, assignments of rents and leases or other securities, and exhaust any one or more 

of said securities and the security hereunder, either concurrently or independently and in such order as 

it may determine. 

 

SECTION 4.5: Rights Cumulative.  Each right, power or remedy herein conferred upon the 

Mortgagee is cumulative and in addition to every other right, power or remedy, express or implied, 
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now or hereafter arising, available to Mortgagee, at law or in equity, or under any other agreement, and 

each and every right, power and remedy herein set forth or otherwise so existing may be exercised 

from time to time as often and in such order as may be deemed expedient by the Mortgagee and shall 

not be a waiver of the right to exercise at any time thereafter any other right, power or remedy.  No 

delay or omission by the Mortgagee in the exercise of any right, power or remedy arising hereunder or 

arising otherwise shall impair any such right, power or remedy or the right of the Mortgagee to resort 

thereto at a later date or be construed to be a waiver of any default or event of default under this 

Mortgage or the Note. 

 

SECTION 4.6: Subsequent Agreements.  Any agreement hereafter made by the Mortgagor and 

Mortgagee pursuant to this Mortgage shall be superior to the rights of the holder of any intervening 

lien or encumbrance. 

 

SECTION 4.7: Waiver of Marshaling.  Mortgagor hereby waives any rights available with respect to 

marshaling of assets so as to require the separate sales of any portion of the Property, or as to require 

the Mortgagee to exhaust their remedies against a specific portion of the Property before proceeding 

against the other and do hereby expressly consent to and authorize the sale of the Property or any part 

thereof as a single unit or parcel. 

 

ARTICLE FIVE 

EVENTS OF DEFAULT AND REMEDIES 

 

SECTION 5.1: Events of Default.  It shall be an “Event of Default” under this Mortgage if (a) the 

Mortgagor shall fail to pay any principal or interest due on the Note when and as the same become due 

(whether at the stated maturity or at a date fixed for any installment payment or any accelerated 

payment date or otherwise) and such default continues beyond any applicable cure period; or (b) the 

Mortgagor shall fail to pay when due any other Indebtedness Secured Hereby;  or (c) the Mortgagor 

shall, except as to defaults under (a), (b) above, after thirty (30) days prior notice from Mortgagee, fail 

to comply with or perform any other term, condition or covenant of the Note, this Mortgage, the 

Contract for Private Development or any other instrument securing the Note; or (d) the Mortgagor 

shall sell, convey, transfer, further mortgage or encumber or dispose of the Property, or any part 

thereof, or any interest therein, or agrees so to do, except in accordance with the terms of this 

Mortgage; or (e) the Mortgagor shall make an assignment for the benefit of its creditors, or shall admit 

in writing its inability to pay its debts as they become due, or shall file a petition in bankruptcy, or shall 

be adjudicated a bankrupt or insolvent, or shall file a petition seeking any reorganization, dissolution, 

liquidation, arrangement, composition, readjustment or similar relief under any present or future 

bankruptcy or insolvency statute, law or regulation or shall file an answer admitting to or not 

contesting the material allegations of a petition filed against it in such proceedings, or shall not within 

sixty (60) days after the filing of such a petition have the same dismissed or vacated, or shall seek or 

consent to or acquiesce in the appointment of any trustee, receiver or liquidator of a material part of its 

properties, or shall not within sixty (60) days after the appointment without its consent or acquiescence 

of a trustee, receiver or liquidator of any material part of its properties have such appointment vacated; 

or (f) any representation or warranty made by Mortgagor herein, in the Note, or in any other instrument 

given as security for the Note shall be materially false, breached or dishonored.  For the avoidance of 

doubt, the Mortgagee hereby acknowledge and agree that any transfer of membership interest or 

change in the equity owners of Developer shall not constitute and Event of Default.   
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SECTION 5.2: Mortgagee’s Remedies / Right to Foreclose.  Upon the occurrence of an Event of 

Default, Mortgagee shall provide written notice to Mortgagor of any default.  Mortgagor shall have an 

opportunity to cure such default for a period of thirty (30) days following receipt of such notice.  

Mortgagee agree not to take any action until the expiration of the thirty (30) day period.  In the event 

Mortgagor fails to cure any defaults within thirty (30) days of the notice of a default, then Mortgagee 

may, at their option, exercise any or all of the following rights and remedies (and any other rights and 

remedies available to it): 

 

(a) Declare the entire principal of the Note, together with all sums advanced hereunder and interest 

thereon, to be immediately due and payable, and thereupon the Note, including both principal and 

interest accrued thereon, and all sums advanced hereunder and interest thereon, shall be immediately 

due and payable without presentment, demand or notice of any kind; or 

 

(b) Proceed to protect and enforce its rights by a suit or suits in equity or at law (1) for the specific 

performance of any covenant or agreement contained herein or in the Contract for Private 

Development, or (2) in aid of the execution of any power herein or therein granted, or (3) for the 

foreclosure of this Mortgage, or (4) for the enforcement of any other appropriate legal equitable 

remedy; or 

 

(c) Foreclose this Mortgage by action or advertisement, and Mortgagor hereby authorizes 

Mortgagee to do so, power being herein expressly granted to sell the Property at public auction without 

any prior hearing or notice thereof and to convey the same to the purchaser, in fee simple, pursuant to 

the statutes of Minnesota in such case made and provided, and out of the proceeds arising from such 

sale, to pay all Indebtedness Secured Hereby with interest, and all legal costs and charges of such 

foreclosure and reasonable attorney's fees permitted by law, which costs, charges and fees Mortgagor 

agrees to pay.  In the event of a sale under this Mortgage, whether by virtue of judicial proceedings or 

advertisement or otherwise, the Property may, at the option of Mortgagee, be sold as an entirety or in 

such other manner and order as Mortgagee in their sole discretion may elect; or 

 

(d) Without releasing Mortgagor from any obligation hereunder or under the Note and this 

Mortgage, cure any Event of Default.  In connection therewith, Mortgagee may enter upon the 

Property and do such acts and things as Mortgagee reasonably deem necessary or desirable to protect 

the Property, including without limitation: (1) paying, purchasing, contesting or compromising any 

encumbrance, charge, lien or claim, property taxes and charges; (2) paying any insurance premiums; 

and (3) employing counsel, accountants, contractors and other appropriate persons to assist Mortgagee 

in the foregoing.  Should Mortgagee make any such payments, the amount thereof shall be secured 

hereby, and Mortgagor shall reimburse Mortgagee immediately upon demand, and said amount shall 

bear interest at the rate specified in the Note until repaid; or 

 

(e) It is expressly understood and agreed by Mortgagor that in the event of any foreclosure or other 

sale under this Mortgage by virtue of judicial proceeding, advertisement or otherwise, the Property 

may be sold as one parcel without exhausting Mortgagee’s right, except as the same may be limited by 

applicable law, to such remedy for any unsatisfied part of the Borrower's indebtedness under the Note 

and this Mortgage or the Contract for Private Development, and without exhausting the power to 

exercise such remedy for any other part of said indebtedness, whether matured at the time or 

subsequently maturing.  If a part of the Property is sold pursuant to this Section 5.2 and the proceeds 

thereof do not fully pay and satisfy the Borrower’s indebtedness under the Note, and the Contract for

Private Development, such sale, if so made, shall not in any manner affect the unpaid and unsatisfied 

part of said indebtedness; or 

 

(f) Exercise any and all remedies available to Mortgagee under the Contract for Private 

Development and any and all rights under the laws of the State of Minnesota, whether or not herein 

specified. 

 

The exercise of any right or remedy with respect to any part of the Property shall not affect the 

availability of any other of Mortgagee’s rights and remedies under other applicable law or this 

Mortgage.  All expenses (including any receiver’s fees, attorneys’ fees, costs and agents’ 

compensation) incurred by Mortgagee pursuant to the powers herein contained shall be secured hereby 

and shall bear interest from the date incurred at the rate provided in the Note until paid by Mortgagor. 

 

SECTION 5.3: Receiver.  Upon the occurrence and continuance of an Event of Default hereunder and 

after the expiration of any applicable cure periods, the Mortgagee shall be entitled as a matter of right 

without notice and without giving bond and without regard to the solvency or insolvency of the 

Mortgagor, or waste of the Property or adequacy of the security of the Property, to apply for the 

appointment of a receiver in accordance with the statutes and law made and provided for who shall 

collect the rents, and all other income of any kind; manage the Property so to prevent waste; complete 

construction of the Minimum Improvements (as defined in the Contract for Private Development) 

already under construction and pay for the same; pay all expenses for normal maintenance of the 

Property and perform the terms of this Mortgage and apply the rents, issues and profits in the following 

order: (a) to the payment of the reasonable fees of said receiver; (b) to the payment when due of prior 

or current real estate taxes or special assessments with respect to the Property or, if required by this 

Mortgage, payment of the periodic escrow for payment of the taxes or special assessments; (c) to the 

payment when due of premiums for insurance of the type required by this Mortgage or, if required by 

this Mortgage, payment of the periodic escrow for the payment of the premiums; and (d) to the 

repayment of the Indebtedness Secured Hereby and to or for the construction of the Improvements, 

operation, maintenance, upkeep and repair of the Property, including payment of taxes on the Property 

and payments of premiums of insurance on the Property.  The Mortgagor does hereby irrevocably 

consent to such appointment. 

 

SECTION 5.4: Remedies are Cumulative.  All remedies herein expressly provided for are 

cumulative of any and all other remedies existing at law or in equity and are cumulative of any and all 

other remedies provided for in any other instrument securing the payment of the Note or relating to 

same, or any part thereof, or otherwise benefiting Mortgagee and Mortgagee shall, in addition to the 

remedies herein provided, be entitled to avail itself of all such other remedies as may now or hereafter 

exist at law or in equity for the collection of the Note, and the enforcement of the covenants herein and 

the foreclosure of the liens and security interest evidenced hereby, and the resort to any remedy 

provided for hereunder or under any such other instrument or provided for by law shall not prevent the 

concurrent or subsequent employment of any other appropriate remedy or remedies. 

 

SECTION 5.5: Right to Discontinue Proceedings.  In the event Mortgagee shall have proceeded to 

invoke any right, remedy or recourse permitted under this Mortgage and shall thereafter elect to 

discontinue or abandon the same for any reason, Mortgagee shall have the unqualified right to do so 

and in such event Mortgagor and Mortgagee shall be restored to their former positions with respect to 
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the Indebtedness Secured Hereby.  This Mortgage, the Property and all rights, remedies and recourse 

of the Mortgagee shall continue as if the same had not been invoked. 

 

SECTION 5.6: Acknowledgement of Waiver of Hearing Before Sale.  Mortgagor understands and 

agrees that if any default is made under the terms of this Mortgage, Mortgagee have the right inter alia, 

to foreclose this Mortgage by advertisement pursuant to Minnesota Statutes, Chapter 580, as hereafter 

amended, or pursuant to any similar or replacement statute hereafter enacted; that if the Mortgagee 

elects to foreclose by advertisement, it may cause the Property, or any part thereof, to be sold at public 

auction; that notice of such sale must be published for six (6) successive weeks at least once a week in 

a newspaper of general circulation and that no personal notice is required to be served upon 

Mortgagor. Mortgagor further understands that under the Constitution of the United States and the 

Constitution of the State of Minnesota, it may have the right to notice and hearing before the Property 

may be sold and that the procedure for foreclosure by advertisement described above does not ensure 

that notice will be given to the Mortgagor and said procedure for foreclosure by advertisement does not 

require any hearing or other judicial proceeding.  MORTGAGOR HEREBY RELINQUISHES, 

WAIVES AND GIVES UP ANY CONSTITUTIONAL RIGHTS IT MAY HAVE TO NOTICE AND 

HEARING BEFORE SALE OF THE PROPERTY AND EXPRESSLY CONSENTS AND AGREES 

THAT THE PROPERTY MAY BE FORECLOSED BY ADVERTISEMENT AS DESCRIBED 

ABOVE.  MORTGAGOR ACKNOWLEDGES THAT IT IS REPRESENTED BY LEGAL 

COUNSEL OR THAT IT HAD THE OPPORTUNITY TO CONSULT WITH LEGAL COUNSEL; 

THAT BEFORE SIGNING THIS DOCUMENT THIS PARAGRAPH AND MORTGAGOR’S 

CONSTITUTIONAL RIGHTS WERE FULLY EXPLAINED BY SUCH COUNSEL AND THAT 

MORTGAGOR UNDERSTANDS THE NATURE AND EXTENT OF THE RIGHTS WAIVED 

HEREBY AND THE EFFECT OF SUCH WAIVER. 
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ARTICLE SIX

Pickleball Courts Project. 

October 27, 2025: Council adopted Resolution 2025-64 Accepting $254,170 
Outdoor Recreation Grant and Authorizing Execution of Grant Agreement 
for Bertram Chain of Lakes Regional Athletic Park  

REFERENCE AND BACKGROUND 

The City of Monticello adopted a master plan for the Bertram Chain of Lakes (BCOL) Regional 
Athletic Park in 2016. Since that time, the City has completed a series of phased improvements, 
including the 2016 interim amenities, the 2018 Phase I infrastructure, and the 2023 Phase II 
improvements. WSB served as the design consultant throughout this process, preparing the 
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feasibility study, master plan, and construction documents for each phase. Their continued 
involvement has helped ensure that new amenities blend seamlessly with existing features and 
support the long-term vision for the park.  

In February 2025, the City Council authorized WSB to design and prepare the plans and 
specifications for the next phase of improvements, focused on constructing pickleball courts 
and associated amenities on the southern side of the park. While the original master plan 
included tennis courts, feedback from the school district, local pickleball groups, and the Parks 
and Recreation Commission (PARC) indicated a strong preference for dedicated pickleball 
facilities. Pickleball has become one of the fastest growing recreational activities in the region, 
and the addition of courts at Bertram aligns the park’s amenities with current community 
needs. 

As planning for Phase III progressed, staff further evaluated the parking capacity and circulation 
adjacent to the intended pickleball court location. While the initial concept focused primarily on 
improvements to the easterly portion of the southwest parking lot, staff requested and 
received Council authorization for WSB to complete a more in-depth evaluation of the westerly 
parking area as well. This additional design work provided a better understanding of how the 
parking areas function together, how they support tournament-level use, and how future 
phases of the park will rely on this access.  

Based on the analysis, the project now includes an alternate bid for building a full gravel parking 
lot in addition to the base bid for just the most easterly portion as required for the pickleball 
courts. Including this alternate will allow Council to consider the scope of the project with clear 
cost information. Potential construction of the parking lot would reduce programmable green 
space that staff have been using to maximize playable acreage while the park is awaiting future 
improvements. However, if funding allows, the full parking layout will be more aligned with the 
long-term master plan for the park. 

Phase III also includes several grading and drainage refinements to improve long-term field 
performance and reduce maintenance needs. These adjustments include lowering specific field 
areas to better balance soil movement on site, improving surface drainage around the 
ballfields, and directing runoff more efficiently toward the stormwater pond. While these 
improvements may not be highly visible to park users, they will help the site drain more 
naturally, reduce the need for imported fill, and support the long-term health of the athletic 
fields. 

Phase III Improvement Scope 

• Eight dedicated pickleball courts (30’ x 64’ each) with north-south court orientation
• Bituminous surface with acrylic color coating and white lines
• Durable outdoor net systems with two shade canopies
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• Black color coated perimeter fencing (10’) and divider fencing (4’)
• Windscreens and safety caps
• Trail connections to parking and the broader park system
• Tree plantings
• Accessible parking area (Alternate Bid)

The Phase III improvements follow a coordinated schedule that moves from final design review 
into bidding and construction. Once authorized, the project will be advertised for public bidding 
on March 17, 2026. Contractors will have several weeks to review the plans and prepare their 
proposals, with bids scheduled to be opened on April 7, 2026. This timeline allows staff and the 
design team to evaluate the bids and bring a recommended contract award to the City Council 
at the April 13, 2026 meeting. 

Following contract award, construction is anticipated to occur during the summer of 2026. This 
schedule positions the City to complete the pickleball courts and related improvements during 
the peak construction season, allowing the new amenities to be available for community use as 
soon as possible. 

A fence permit from Wright County Planning & Zoning will be required as part of the project. 
The Parks, Arts & Recreation Commission reviewed the project and formal recommendation to 
move forward with the pickleball courts and alternate 1, which includes improvements to the 
westerly parking lot. 

I. Budget Impact: Authorization to bid the Bertram Phase III improvements project has no
budget impact. When a contract is awarded, the cost of the project will be paid from the
BCOL Sales Tax Fund, which has $755,000 budgeted for pickleball courts in 2026, which
already accounts for the $254,170 in Outdoor Recreation Grant funding. Project costs
above that amount would require additional sales tax funds collected to date.

II. Staff Workload Impact: Managing consultant and project timelines.

III. Comprehensive Plan Impact:  The Monticello 2040 Plan’s goals and policies of the Parks,
Pathways and Open Space chapter seek to complete the phased development of
Regional Athletic Park at the Bertram Chain of Lakes and promote its use and
enjoyment, stating “Continue to recognize the Bertram Chain of Lakes Regional Park as
the crown jewel of the Monticello parks and open space system, maintained as
permanent open space while providing passive and active recreation opportunities,
habitat protection and ecological value to the community and region.” Further, the
Implementation Chapter includes Policy 3.3: Regional Athletic Park, “Complete
development of the BCOL Regional Athletic Park in support of local and regional athletic
space needs and as an economic development tool for the community.
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STAFF RECOMMENDED ACTION 

Staff recommend adopting Resolution 2026-16 approving the plans, specifications, and the 
advertisement of bids for the Bertram Chain of Lake Regional Athletic Park Phase III 
Improvements.

ACTION REQUESTED 

Motion to adopt Resolution 2026-17 authorizing submission of a 2026 Minnesota Department 
of Natural Resources Outdoor Recreation Grant application for vault restroom units at the 
Bertram Chain of Lakes Regional Athletic Park. 

REFERENCE AND BACKGROUND 

As the Bertram Chain of Lakes Regional Athletic Park develops, staff continually evaluate 
necessary improvements, appropriate investment timing, and available funding sources. 
Current and projected park usage levels, supported by the recent Community Needs 
Assessment and ongoing park user feedback indicate that permanent, accessible restroom 
facilities are important improvements to enhance park usability and comfort. To address this 
need, staff propose to apply to the Minnesota Department of Natural Resources (DNR) 2026 
Outdoor Recreation Grant Program for the purchase and installation of precast vault toilet 
buildings.  

While the adopted plans for park include future construction of a full restroom and utility 
building, the park remains in the Township and is not served by municipal water and sewer. 
Given these infrastructure limitations, staff believe utilizing vault restroom units is the most 
practical and cost-effective way to meet community needs. The proposed units provide 
durable, low-maintenance, ADA-accessible facilities suitable for high-use outdoor recreation 
areas without waiting for utility extensions.  

The proposed improvements include the installation of three vault restroom buildings located 
where they will serve the highest-use areas of the park: 

• One Wood Duck model near the pickleball courts, supporting the growing number of 
players and spectators. 

• Two Mallard models near the premier/regular fields, where tournaments and league 
play generate significant demand for permanent facilities. 
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Cost estimates were prepared for the vault restroom units based on current pricing and 
anticipated increases for a 2027 order. 

• The Wood Duck model, which will serve the pickleball courts, is currently priced at 
$46,675. With a projected 10 percent increase by the time the unit would be ordered, 
the estimated cost rises to approximately $51,342. 

• The two Mallard units recommended for the Premier Fields are priced together at 
$148,412. Applying the same 10 percent increase for 2027 ordering brings their 
combined cost to roughly $163,253. 

• To support all three structures, staff recommend a single flat concrete pad installation 
estimated at $15,000. City staff will complete the site preparation work, which will help 
keep overall project costs down and ensure the installation aligns with the park’s long-
term layout. 

The total estimated cost for this project is $229,595. The city would provide in-kind site work 
including grading, preparation, and coordination for restroom placement. Grant funds would 
support the purchase and delivery of the precast units.  

The Outdoor Recreation Grant reimburses up to 50 percent of eligible project costs, and 
projects demonstrating a committed 20 percent local match receive additional consideration in 
the DNR’s scoring process. The City’s proposed match exceeds this threshold, strengthening the 
competitiveness of the application. 

If selected for funding, the project would be implemented in 2027. 

I. Budget Impact: The total project cost of $229,595 could be paid for by the BCOL Sales 
Tax Fund with up to $114,797 being offset by grant funds and the remainder paid for 
with Local Sales Tax revenue. Alternatively, Council could preserve the sales tax for 
larger BCOL projects and authorize submission of the grant application with direction to 
include a transfer for another city fund, such as Capital Projects, Liquor, or Deputy 
Registrar, for the city match. 

II. Staff Workload Impact: The grant application is expected to take approximately 25 
hours to complete.  

III. Comprehensive Plan Impact: Supports community recreation goals and continued 
development of regional park amenities. 

STAFF RECOMMENDED ACTION  

Staff recommend adopting the resolution and authorizing staff to submit a grant application for 
the addition of vault restroom units at the regional athletic park. It would allow the City to 
capitalize on available funding while adding a much-requested improvement to the park.

REFERENCE AND BACKGROUND 

In February the Planning Commission adopted Resolution No. PC-2025-41 recommending 
approval of an amendment to the Monticello City Code to define and regulate data center and 
technology campus land uses in the City of Monticello. Consideration of the ordinance is now 
the responsibility of the City Council as the final authority of whether it should be adopted as 
part of the City Code.   

Following the Council’s initial discussion and requested changes on February 23, 2026, staff 
continued to analyze potential revisions to the ordinance and had ongoing discussions with the 
city attorney about the draft’s functionality and effectiveness. In addition, the City continues to 
receive public comments about the ordinance.  

Staff request additional time for consideration of comments and discussions with the city 
attorney about the provisions of the ordinance to facilitate comprehensive recommendations 
for Council’s review in advance of a future decision.

II. Staff Workload Impact: Extensive staff time has been and will continue to be dedicated to 
creation of the ordinance to ensure it reflects City Council policy direction on behalf of the 
city.

As an interested data center developer, we wanted to provide additional comments to
the City’s proposed DCPUD ordinance.  The below comments arrive from many
discussions with potential end users. 

 

The current draft ordinance creates a multi-phase approval process which creates
practical impossibilities for the design and development of a data center. The reality of
data center development is that developers and users almost universally require a high
degree of design/layout approval (including items that might be included in a PUD
Agreement) at an early stage, which is then followed by a long period of other
approvals and negotiations with other agencies and Xcel Energy, which use the
existing city approvals as their basis. Following that period, a developer cannot then be
subject to a re-opening (or secondary/final approval) of design and layout approvals
which could create conflict with those other third-party approvals.  

   

To address the unique timing issues, we would like to see the Ordinance revised to:

 

·      Bring the Ordinance back into alignment with Minnesota Statutes by
revising the Ordinance to provide for the City Council’s simultaneous
approval of (1) a rezoning of the Property to the DCPUD Zoning
Classification in which Data Centers are a Permitted Use, and (2) a
PUD Agreement to be entered into between the City and the
development to establish the parameters of the City’s approvals. 
Eliminate the DC Development Stage Permit and DC Final Stage
Permit concepts, as Minn. Stat. Chapter 462 provide no authority for a
municipality to require additional, discretionary Permits for a permitted
use. 

·      In the alternative, the City could establish Data Centers as a conditional
use in the DCPUD Zoning District; and articulate, in the Ordinance, the
objective criteria an applicant must satisfy to obtain a conditional use
permit.

·      To accommodate the unique and, from an end user’s perspective,

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unavoidable development delays the user faces as a result of the
uncertainty as to when Xcel Energy will meet the development’s power
needs, we would respectfully ask that the Ordinance be further revised
to provide for:

 

o   The City’s discretionary approval of the Data Center
development based on what both the City and the applicant
understand to be pro forma design plans; and

o   The City’s establishment, in either the PUD Agreement or the
Conditional Use Permit, of (1) objective performance standard
parameters or ranges applicable to all aspects of the approved
plans, (2) the right of the development/user to vary from the
approved design plans without further discretionary City
approval so long as the variances are within the parameters or
ranges the City Council has authorized pursuant to #(1), and (3)
a process whereby the City Staff is authorized to review the final
plans for purposes of confirming that the final plans are either
consistent with the approved plans or that any deviations from
the approved plans are within the parameters or ranges the City
Council established in its initial approvals. 

o   Further, discretionary, City Council approvals to be required
only if the development/user seeks approval of design changes
that are outside the established parameters or ranges.

I am requesting an immediate stay on the adoption of the Data Center Planned Unit
District (DCPUD) and the issuance of any related development or grading permits.
This pause is necessary to allow the City to conduct an independent study on the
following critical impacts:

1. 
Cumulative Electrical Load: The proposed 600-megawatt draw is 30 times the 
safety threshold recently established by the City of Eagan (20 MW). We require 
a study to ensure residential utility rates will not increase due to grid 
infrastructure upgrades.

2. 
Noise and Health Buffers: Current setbacks of 200 feet are insufficient 
compared to the 500-foot residential buffer deemed necessary by other 
Minnesota municipalities.

3. 
Conflict of Interest Disclosures: In the interest of public trust, I request a full, 
written disclosure of any direct or indirect financial ties between Council 
members and the developers' representatives (specifically Cushman & 
Wakefield) prior to any final vote.

Please include this formal demand in the official public record for tonight’s February
23, 2026, City Council meeting. I look forward to your response during the Public
Forum.

I’m a resident of Monticello Township and very much impacted by the city council’s decision to
put in data centers in Monticello.  Here are my takeaways from the last City Council meeting.

Mayor Hilgart and Council Members, City Planners and Staff,
My name is Iris Harris and I am a resident of Monticello. I am writing regarding the proposed
Alternative Urban Areawide Review (AUAR) that would allow for future data center
development.
I respectfully request that the City consider two key measures before approving new data
center projects:

1. Independent or resilient power requirements:
National energy data shows that U.S. data centers consumed approximately 180
terawatt-hours (TWh) of electricity in 2024 — about 4.4% of total U.S. electricity usage
— with projections that this could grow to 6.7–12% by 2028 due to artificial intelligence
and high-performance computing. Given this scale, new data centers could place
significant demands on local infrastructure and the regional power grid.

 
In recent national discussions, President Trump emphasized that major data centers should
provide their own dedicated power sources rather than relying entirely on existing community
infrastructure. Regardless of political perspective, the principle is important: extremely
energy-intensive operations should secure resilient and independent power arrangements.

I urge the Council to require that any proposed data center demonstrate a plan
for on-site generation, dedicated power purchase agreements, or hardened
backup systems to protect residents and maintain grid reliability. I believe
requiring on-site independent power for large electricity users can protect our community and
tax base.
I’m here to share a concern about the proposed AUAR for data centers. I’m asking that, in
addition to other criteria, the city require that future data center projects demonstrate plans
for independent or resilient power sources, as referenced in national infrastructure
discussions.
✔ “Please include a condition in the AUAR that data centers must demonstrate a plan for on-
site power generation.”
✔ “Please direct staff to prepare an analysis of power resilience impacts from large energy
users.”
 

2. Temporary moratorium:
I also request that the City consider adopting a temporary moratorium on
new data center approvals until a comprehensive study of grid capacity,
infrastructure impacts, and mitigation measures is completed. A short-term pause



would allow Monticello to establish clear standards, including potential independent or
resilient power requirements, before committing to long-term approvals.

 
 
Taking these steps would help ensure responsible, sustainable development that protects the
city’s residents, infrastructure, and tax base.

Below is a reminder of why I don’t want Data Centers in Monticello
I am writing as a Monticello resident to formally express my strong opposition to the proposed
data centers development in our community.
While I understand the City is exploring economic growth opportunities, I do not believe a
large-scale data center aligns with Monticello’s long-term interests, values, or quality of life.
My concerns are outlined below and reflect widely documented impacts of data centers on
communities similar to ours.
 
First, data centers place an extraordinary burden on utilities and natural resources. These
facilities consume enormous amounts of electricity and water, often at levels far beyond what
traditional industrial or commercial uses require. Increased demand for water—particularly
for cooling—raises serious concerns about sustainability, strain on local aquifers, and long-
term impacts on regional water supply, especially during drought conditions or periods of
growth.  They must be required to build their own power plant per the State of the Union by
our President.
 
The majority of data centers' energy relies on fossil fuels and power plants, putting pressure
on local energy grids. This increased pressure poses the threat of more frequent, long-lasting,
and expensive blackouts for the communities surrounding these energy-hungry data centers.
 
Second, data centers provide minimal economic benefit relative to their footprint. Despite
their size and infrastructure demands, they create very few permanent jobs once construction
is complete. The cost to the City—through infrastructure expansion, utility upgrades, tax



incentives, and long-term maintenance—often outweighs the limited employment and
community benefit they provide. This does not represent a responsible or balanced return on
investment for residents.
 
Third, these facilities negatively impact land use, aesthetics, and community character. Data
centers are typically massive, windowless industrial buildings that do not integrate well into a
community like Monticello. They reduce flexibility for future development and permanently
convert valuable land into single-use facilities that contribute little to a vibrant or diverse local
economy.
 
Fourth, there are significant infrastructure and public safety concerns. Data centers require
extensive power infrastructure, substations, backup generators, and constant heavy
equipment access. Diesel generators can create noise, air pollution, and operational risks.
Increased truck traffic during construction and maintenance adds wear to roads and raises
safety concerns for nearby neighborhoods.
 
Fifth, data centers can shift financial risk to residents. When large users receive favorable
utility rates or tax abatements, the long-term cost of maintaining infrastructure is often
passed on to local ratepayers and taxpayers. Residents should not subsidize a private, highly
profitable industry that provides limited local benefit.
 
Sixth, approving a data center sets a precedent that could encourage additional similar
developments. This risks transforming Monticello into a utility-heavy industrial hub rather
than a balanced community focused on livability, environmental stewardship, and sustainable
growth.
 
Seventh, they introduce long-term environmental and health risks that disproportionately
affect nearby neighborhoods, businesses, children, seniors, and those with existing health
conditions.  Data Centers release heat and emissions, toxic air pollutants which are harmful to
residents.
 
Finally, I am concerned about the decision-making process itself. Projects of this scale deserve
robust public engagement, transparent cost–benefit analysis, and environmental review.
Residents should have meaningful opportunities to provide input before irreversible land-use
decisions are made.  We need a moratorium on Data Centers.
 
For these reasons, I respectfully urge the City of Monticello to require restrictions in the
ordinance that are prohibitive and reject the proposed data center projects and
instead prioritize development that:

Creates long-term, well-paying jobs, (not temporary and low staffed facilities like this
one)



Protects water and natural resources
Strengthens our tax base without shifting risk to residents
Preserves community character and quality of life

how it affects Monticello —Grid reliability
Emergency preparedness
Economic impact
Infrastructure costs / benefits
Environmental & Health concerns

 
This should not cost us our health or our future and I will not vote for you again if this is
approved.
